DEATH JF ALBERT 6. BALCH.

Our citiz.ng were somew hat startled, on Sune
day morning last, by the announcement that the
body of Albert G. Dalch had been found on the
road leading from upper Steilacoom to Olympia
the vital spark having fled some hours previous
to the discovery. The deceased had been for
five or six years subject to periods of insanity ;
the symstoms always exhibiting themselves with
the appearance of the new moon, and inereasing
in strength for ten or twelve days, when they
would suddenly disappear and leave him perfectly
rational.  On the oceasion of his last sflliction
with this malady, he befinyed fenrs of enemies
pursuing him o take his life or fufiict personal
injury; and it was nodoubt under this state of
feeling that, on Saturday night, when our dwell-
ings were shaken by (he violence of the wind,
in alarm he left his bed and ran the fearful race
that terminated his life. From the position in
which the body was found, it would scem that
lie had tripped upon a tree lying across t e road,
and struck the side of his fuce against a rock by
the roadside. In his haste to fly from his fan-
cied pursuers, he left his clothing behind, and
was found nearly naked. Aninquest was held
upan the body on Sunday, and the remaing were
interred on Tucrday, near Gravelly Lake, The
verdict of the Coroner's Jury is as fol'ows :

We the undersigned, having been summoned
and acted an jurirs, having been first duly sworn,
aceording o mw, and having seen the bedy, do
find that the body bifore us is that of Albert G.
Balch, a native of the State of Maine, avd a resi-
dent of this Territory for the jast twelve years,
is abour 37 years of age, and by profousion a
merchant.

G. Balch eame to his death on the night of Sat-
urday, Dec. 27th, 1862, by leaving his private
dwelling, while in a state of insagity, and run.

taken in charge late ohk night by o policernan,
who found him wanderidg about the streets with
a valise containing $2,200.  H¢ should bave been
Pplaced in the Asylum at this time, but bis brother
(Lafayette Balch) decided otherwive. About »
year ago he was taken to the East by a nephew,
with the view of leuving himd' ambhg his rela-
tives ; but he soon succeeded in satisfying them
of his sanity, got married, and subsequently re-
trned diseased in body as well a8’ midd.”
