The Horse in the Stable.

The horse, valuable as bo is at all times,
is especiaily worthy of care now when his
price is su enh 1 i
of the times, Many nat all times, except
when doing their work, and all at this sea.
som of the year, are confined to the stable,
Stable management is, therefore, of very
great importance, and the health and dura-
bility of this uoble animal is dipendent
upn it, .

The first point to be insisted on is a clean
and well ventilated stable. It should be
80 constructed as to have a wide passage
way or floor in front of the horses, to feed
from, Abuve the manger a n{m should
be left, a foot or two in width, jelear, and
the passage-wny should be the avenue for

the supply of fresh nir to the nostrils of
the horse,

The most perfect feeding arrangement
we ever saw was a cast-lron _box so ar.
ranged as, by the removal of & bolt, to
swing vut into the pussage.way, where it
could be cleaned and fresh food supplied
withuut the slightest interference from the
horse. Sach a box has the advantage, too,
of resisting all atn at erib-hiting,

The stal le should be cleaned ont at least
twice a day, and the floor sprinkled with a
little gypsum.  The b ance of cleanli-
ness to the health of horse cannot be
overestinmted,
