MLk should be straiued beforo the cream be-
gins to rise, into vesscls that have been scalded,
and in summer rinsed in cold water. I milk is
kept at proper temperature, cream will rise to
the top of any vessel, hut sooner in shallow pans.
Skim milk is not a presentable article on a well-
to-do farmer's table. For table une it should be
strained into covered pitchers or bottlea.  Milk
will yield up ail its cream in from twenty-four to
thirty hours. Cream should be gathered in a
Jjor for churning, and stirred up night and morn-
ing. I you have occasion to save sweet cream,
keep it in a freezer as if preparing ice cream. It
will change very soon when taken out for use.
Clabber for tho table should be strained into a
bowl, and after coagulating, set on_ the ico until
proparad for use,

- BurrenuiLg is best of eream soured and mod-
crately thick. 1 water has been poured into
the churning it will rise to the top after & few
hours, and can be poured off. Indeed an excel-
lent milk-managing neighber, who eannot churn
often, pours a pitcher of water into her bulter-
milk every morning, stirs it well, and pours it
offat dinner.  She says it keeps fresh all the
{ime,.  Clabber, surplus buttermilk, or sour
skim milk, heated until it curds, makes good
chicken feed,

Borrer—Numbers of reliable e:pn:nmhts
have proved that butter made from sour cream
is equal to any in flavor, and is the most econom-
ieal use of the milk, all in all,  Sweet milk will
make fine butter, but inferior buitermiik, Scald-
inge tho milk, according toa current theory, with
us made no perceptible increase of butter, and
impaired the flavor of the milk. The churn
should bo sealded, the milk poured in, and if as
warm 88 when fresh from the cow, it is right.
(55° by the thermometer.)  Churn rapidly in
cold weather, and moderately in warm.

On the 10th of April, 1842, Blaudin left
Bouffarick with cighteen men, a doctor, a cor-
poral, a chasgeur, and a citizen to carry the mail
to Mered. A ravine traverses the plain, over
which the road is continued by a sort of bridge.

On coming within sight of this ravine, Blaudan
discovered that it was full of Arabs, and drew
up his little band for battle. A negro, who spoke
French, then quitted ¢he hostile ranks, and com-

ing within pistol shot, sald, *Sorrender, Ser-
geant, and your men and )'aurulf will not be
harmed.”

“Sce here,” answer~d Blaudan, *this is the
way we surrender!” and he fired and killed the
messenger. He then ordered his platoon to fire.
The Arabs recoiled under the shower of balls,
and returned to the charge, firingin their tarn.
Eight men fell; Blaudan receivtd two balls,
which did not prevent him, bowever, from or-
dering the fight to continue. At the first fire,
the corporal’s horse had been wounded, and had
thrown his rider.

* Take command of the platoon,” said Blaudan,
*for I can do no more.”

The Arabs charged several times; but each
charge, ferocious as it was, was received on the
point of the bayonet. The wounded loaded the
guns, which those who remained standing fired ;
yet these ' men were recruits of but a year's ser-
vice, who had never smelt powder.”

There was & block house at Reni-Mered, where
they had two or three telegraphic signals; so
they worked those which snnounced the pres-
ence of the Arabs, and at once the cry “to
horse!" was uttered at Bouffarick, and every-
body rushed to the point whence the shots were
heard. They did the ‘same at Beni-Mered, and
sbout thirty men, soldiers and workmen, with

no further jon to think of his horse, his
weapong, or anything he may have; he will re.
ceive them on his departure, His meal is pre-
pared and brought to him. The chief of the
tent and his neighbors keep bim company, that
he may not fecl -lonely; the moment he seems
sleepy, they withdraw.

By the arrival at San Francisco of the Daring,
we have dates from Hongkong to Jan. 20th,
Canton had been captured by the Allies, and at
last dates they were in full possession of the city.

Parkes, who the gentleman was; they all imme-
diately fell down on their knees, eaying he was
the Chetoi (Governor-General.)

Meanwhile the Fu-toi (Pili-kwi) and the Tar-
tar General were both captured in their own
Yamung, and made prizoners without apposition
and thus the three principal officers of the prov-
inco were taken without bloodshed—a remarka.
