An analysis of curd often shows oncshalf
of the oily particles or butter still remaining.

This arises frorn the fact that the sugar of the
milk wag changed to lactid acid bofore the
oily particles had time to rise. It usually
Tequires from ﬁm to seventy hours for the
eream to rise, When this bas fully taken
