1560,
7 TAE COMING EMIGRATION.

By late advices from the Fastern States, we
Jearn that the emigration this season is unusually
large. Great massea of people are noted all
slong the smigrant routes ; some directing their
steps to the more distant Western States east of
the Rocky Mountains, some to Pike’s Peak and
Culifornia, snd not & few to Oregon and Wash.
ington Territory, Newspapers published along
the rouics dod estimate the ber of emi-
grants on the way at upwards of one hundred
thoussad. These are meeting with constant ad-
ditions on the journay, which will swell consid-
ersbly the multitude as it progresses. Private
Jotiars state that the destination of many of the
emigrants is our own county of Pierce, and a por-
tion, i mot all, of them so destined are now not
faroff [tis supposed that those coming here
will reach the Cascade mountains in about six
‘weeks or two months.

In view of this fact, it is & matter deserving
some consideration whether the road across the
Cascades, leading into this county, is in & passa-
ble condition or mot. If not, messures should
be taken with as little delay as possible to have
it put in repair. Government having slready ex-
pomded & large smount of money in opening the
Nachess Pams, and left it in & state practicable
for wagoos, it is natural to supposs that the
amount of laber now required to render it pass-
sbis is not very great. We are informed that
the Past is somewhat obstructed by fallen tim-
ber, and the road in many piaces bidden from
wiew by recent vegetstion. A party of from
twenty o forty men, it is mid, csn remove all
the obstructions in two of three weeks. Thia
Being o, let some of cur encrgetic country peo-
ple sot shout organizing & party to do the work.
The labor must be voluntary ; o money can be
raised 1o pay for it Should any effort be made
o obtain meney by subscription for the purpose,
we believe i would prove fruilless, and only re-
sull i delaving & werk which should be dooe

Sir: I bave to ackuowlalze the rewit ol
our ieation of this date,

they are not fulfilling the clear intentions of their
constituents, but are going ahead with the work,
not only with an unseemly haste, bus in violation
of public sentiment and the known will of the
last Legislature, I feel called upon, in justice to
mysalf and those who have acted with me, to
placo the whole matter before the publie. Ttis
well known throughout the Territory that a bill
for the removal of the Capitol to Vancouver
passed the popular branch of the Legislature last
winter by a very large majority, and was lostin
the Council by but one vote ; that body standing
four for and five against it. It is also known that,
failing to remove the Capitol, that body elected
commissioners with the express purpose of post-
poning the work upon the Capitol until the pop-
ular sentiment of the Territory could be expressed
at another general election, and declared by the
next Legislature.

Tt is also known that, in order to save a public
printer who was odious to & majority of the
people of the Territory, & portion, at least, of
the Thurston county delegation rejectud a liberal
compromise, and suffered the election of Capitol
Commissioners, & majority ol whom were averse
1o erecting the Capito!; thus macrificing the sub-
stantial interests of their connty to the inordinate
desires of modern Shylocks, for the sake of per
petuating & political dynasty which stinks in the
nostrila of all honest men, and for the last two
years has been rapidly engineering the Demo-
cratic party of this Territory into s hopeless
minority. Having betrayed their own commu-
nily, these political tricksters seck to shift the
odium of their treason by compelling me to erect
the new Capltol building in violation of the trust
reposed in me. Thia compromise wax tendered
by bers of the Legisl to whom the
editor of the Pioneer and public printer had ren-
dered himeelf obnoxious by his wholesale slan-
ders and violent and unwarrsntable political
abuse ; and knowing that they could not effect
both objects, they were willing to suffer the
arection of the Capitol at Olympix for (he sake
of ridding the Territory of an evil, and the dem-
ocratic party of a nuisance.
