A Debt-Ridden Town.

The local politicians have pared sad
havoc with the finances of Long Island
City N. Y. The town was incorporated
iu 1870, during which time it has managed
to menr a bonded debt of 81,000,000 and
a flating debt «f $100.000, withont hav
inga single public bu:lding to show for the
money expended.
