Eowakn ATsiNsoy has been en-
gaged in sketching the future of ratiroad
development in the United States. He
concludes, after allowing for one commer-
cial panic and one railroad vanic within
the next seven years, that 117,500 miles
of new railroad will be built before the
beginning f 1900. There were 91.000
miles in operation at the first of 1581,
and he expects this figure to be swelled
to about 209,000 by the close of the cen-
tury. His theory is that we shall then
have railroads enough, assuming, as he
does, that what Massachusetts has or will
have on the completion ot the Massa-
chusetts Central, is to be taken as the
measure of enough for the rest of the
country.

This experiment has proved eminently
successful to the eompany, whose mem-
bers are mostly in San Francisco. Near
the bluffs of that bay and in them is found
a vast deposlt of fire-proof clay for pot-
ter's ware, tiles and brick.

It blushes to tell the faet
that an English ship that cleared at the
Astoria custom house over forty days agh,
did not leave the mouth of the Columbia
until Tuesday morning last. This is no
very new thing, but we are surprised that
the Oregawran should acknowledge it so
outspokenly. Portland 1s advocativg an
appropriation of £140,000 for a couple of
heavy tug boats to do the giant’s werk
of towing huge vessels over the Columbia
river bar ; but Portland has awoke from
her dreamings at too late an hour ; it is
commendable but at a time when such
things should have been in successful op-
eration and not being in mere contempla-
tion. Soon we will have railroads to
points upon this northern sca ¢ ast, where
tug boats will not be needed, and when
the Colambia river bar will no longer be
a scarecrow to the commereial interests
of the world. Thers i3 a mammoth in-
land sea in Washington Territory known
as Puget Sound, into which vesscls of all
sizes can enter at any time and under any
circumstances, and soon Portland will see
to her sorrow that it is beinz made nse of
by all. A railread from Walla Walla to
this natural seaport will be a death-knell
in the ears of Portland that will sound
her doom, and end ali her trouble over
the limited tug boat facilites at Astoria.
