New Orchards.

The season of preparation for tree-
planting is now close at hand. Fore-
handed farmers have sent their orders to
the nursery, and the nnrserymen are only
waiting for another soaking rain to dig
the trees and ship them. Early planting
throughout most of the Territery is the
rul> worth following. If one waits too
late, or until February, the soil isap.to
be too wet, and difficult to handle prop
erly. Wet soil should never be touched
with spade or plow—as all practical agri-
culturists know. -Then, if late rains
come, planting may be delayed until the
leaves have started’on the trees; and the
risk of them failing to grow is inereased.

The carefal farmer will therefore de-
clde that it is hetteryto plant five acres of
orchard well and rightly, than to plant
fifty acres carelessly, and he will begin
his preparations in due season. Th: plot
of laud chosen for an orchard should be
plowed twice, harrowed and rolled. The
soil cannot be made too mellow and Jeves.
It is ofien profitable to grow apples and
pears on rich bottem lands, of a heavy
pature, that need drainage. Pears thry
on somewhat alkaline soils. The old:

The officers were seized. the prisoners
grasped by as many resolute men as could
get about them.

In 1824 Andrew Jackson, the Demo-
cratic candidate for President, received a
clear majority of the popular vete, but
he failed to get the necessary nomber of
electoral votes to insure an election, and

the final decision was therefore, by opera- |

tion of the Constitution, thrown into t?m
Lower House of Congress. After a spir-
ited contest, John Quincy Adams wis

| duly chosen President. He owed his suc-

cess chiefly to Henry Clay, then 3 Demo-
crat, but who entered boldly into a con-
spiracy to defeat Jackson. The poepular
will was overridden in the elevation of
Adams, and, as might be expected, when
the people’s voice is ignored. his trinmph
carried with it the elements of sure per-
sona! overthrow and ruin. The stigma of
having obtained his office by bargain and
in opposition to the wishes of the eoun-
try could not be got rid of by Adams ;
and at the next eleetion be was beaten by
Jackson two to one—the latter receiving
178 electoral votes and Adams only 83.
So stiong did public feeling ruu that
nearly all the Representatives in Congress
who had supported Adams in 1824 were
unceremoniously sent into private life.
Even the glorious Clay, tor his part in the

transaction, was forever ostracised from !

the high object of his ambition.
The lesson of 1824 has a special signifi-
cance at the present time.

In 15876, Samuel J. Tilden, the able

’ and fearless standard-bearer of the Demo-

cratie party, was rightfally elected Presi-
dent of the United Statzs by a popular
majority of over 250,000 votes aud 37

| votes in the Electoral Colleges. For days

after the election was held, it was univer-

| sally conceded that he had been elecled

beyond all question. But the plotting
Republican leaders, fearing the investiga-
tions into their record that would be
made by a reform administration, inme-
diately set out to nullify the verdict at
the polls, to deprive Mr. Tilden of the
oftice that legally belonged to him, and
put a thieving hypocrite and fraud in the
White House.

In his speech on the Eaton-Merriil
proposition that the tariffGuestion be fub-
mitted for investigation to a wmmftee
composed of persons not wmembers of eith-
er house of congress, Mr. Bayard m-
terized the existing tariff as class legisla-
tion for the benefit of a few, and as a per-
version of legislation. Itis class legisla-
tion simply becau:e it seeks to build up
one branch ot industry ai the expense of
others; becuse 1t taxes those who, from
the nature of their pursuits, can not be
protected by means of duties on imports,
for the benefit of thoss who, from the na-
ture of their pursuits can be protected.
And it is for the same reason that Mr.
Bayard professes to be opposed to this
kind of legislation. And yet he says that.
in laying duties for revenue, “the h{ci-
dental result of this in fostering our in-
dustries might be wisely considered, not
as a controlling motive in levying taxes,
but asone of its inevitable results.” Mr.
Bayard imagines that he has seen the
whole American people_prostrate before
the protectionist calf since November,
1880; and so, instead of calling upon all
who are on the side ot commercial free-
dom to gird on their swords and come to
Iis side, he calmly annognees, that he,
too, is a worshiper of the calf, but only
in an 1ncidental sort of way, and not as a
supreme and constant object of adoration.
And he shows the natural effects of this
cowardly idolatry when he speaks cf pro-
tection as one of the inevitable results of
a tariff laid for revenue. In his act of
prostration he loses sight of what he very
well knows, that it is possible to raise all
needed revenue by means of duties in
which there would be not one atom of
protection,

Mr. Beck is another of those whose
heroism does not rise to the level of that
displayed by Aaron. Mr. Beck, who
followed Mr. Bayard in the debate of last
Tuesday, Jeclared that our protective tar-
iff ““did rob our farmers, who furnish
nine-tenths of our exports, in makingthem
pay for things they bought in the foreign
markets where their sales were made at
least 45 per cent. more than the seller
asked, and that much more than anybody
else paid. Protection that gave congress-
ional license to a few wealthy cembina-
tions te extort from the American farmers
and laborers a large portion of their earn-
ings was such protection as the wolf gives
the lamb.” And this same Mr. Beck
scouted the idea of free trade and de

traders” as applied to the democratic par-
ty because of its ““tariff-for-revenue-only”
blanks of 1876 and 1880; “‘for that party
favored the raising of a much larger por-
tion of necessary revenue from customs
duties.

He
also knows perfectly well that a tariff
vielding a revenue of £200,000,000, and
yet protecting no home monopoly, is quite
possible in this country. But he is not
in favor of such a tariff. On the contrary,
to state it planly, he is in favor of a pro-
tective tariff. His definition of his posi-
tion, stated in plain words, is substanti-
ally this: A protective tariff robs the far-
mers. It licenses a few wealthy combi-
nations to extort from American farmers
and laborers a large portion of their ear-
vings. It gives such protection as the
wolf gives the lamb—tolerably zealovs
and effective when the lamb is inside the
wolf. Nevertheless, a tariff for revenug
ouly is an absurdity. Hurrah for 2 tariff
for protection! Hu rah for a tariff for re-
venue with incidental robbery and inci-
dental wolf !

People who want to get the teeth of the
wolf cut of their flesh, no matter whether
they have been inserted incidentally orin
obedience to a controlling motive, will
hardly leok for deliverance to such men
as Bayard and Beck—men who are ready
to prostrate themselves before anything
