Concerning Bears.

In an interesting paper on our shaggy
friends, the bears, William E. Simmons,
Jr, gives us some useful information.
The bear family (Urside) is found all
over the earth’s surface except in Africa
and Australia. Regarding the existence
of the bear in Africa, there has long been
a ditference of opinion. Although allud-
ed to by several classical writers, the
opinion that it does not exist is held by
naturalists generally, and may reasona-
bly be entertained until controverted by
the finding of a specimen. The general
charaeteristics of the bear are the rough,
shaggy coat, the massiveness of the
hinder parts, the gait aad the habit of
erecting the body upon the hind feet
when attacked. The feetare armed with
long, sharp claws, capable of inflicting
terrible wounds. The bear is both ear-
nivorous and vegetarian. It is a gregari-
ous apimal, exireniely sociable and sub-
ject to strong attachments. It isa good
swimmer and an excellent climber. It is
a harmless animal when undisturbed,
but a formidable antagonist when ut-
tacked. In combat it will ward off the
heaviest blows, rears upon its hind feet,
strikes powerfully with its paws, endeav-
ors to hug its adversary to death, and in-
flicts fearful wounds with the claws of
its hind feet. Although ferocious when
aroused, bruin can be made the most
amusing and affectionate of pets. Dur-
ing the autumn he becomes fat, and
about the end of October ceases feeding
for the year. The stomach then contracts
into a very small space, and the bear
»ps his den in a dull, lethargic condi-
tion until April. During this period
he gains a mnew skin upon the
balls of his feet, and the female
brings forth her youngz. The newly-
born cubs are scarcely larger than pup-
pies. The grizzly bear (Ursus horribilis
or U. peror) is of a mixed brownish and
steely-gray coat, great size, massive pro-
portions and ferocious aspect. He has
a great broad head, small, cruel brown
eye, pointed muzzle and powerful jaws
which display a set of alarming teeth.
His limbs indicate enormous strength,
and are each armed with five-pointed
claws, from four to five inches long. His
tail is hidden by his coat. One of his
most striking peculiarities 1s his sham-
bling gait. His fore-limbs go ina canter,
his head sways from side to side, and the
rest of his body slides along upon the
soles of his hind feet. The grizzly is the
largest member of the bear family, a full-
grown male being from eight and a half

to nine feet long, with equal girth. Ilis
average weight is 860 pounds. His

haunts are the Rocky Mountains and the
plains eastward. His principal food is
tlesh, but fruits and other vegetable sub-
stances also form a part of his diet. The
grizzly is the most ferocious und terrible
of all American animals. He exercises
absolute terrorism over every livi
creature that comes in his way. Even
the hungry wolf will flee at the sight of
his track and no animal will venture to
touch adeer that has been killed and
left by him. 1lis strength is such that
one blow from his paw has been known
to remove the entire scalp from a man's
head. So tenacious of life is the grizzly
that, unless shot through the heart or
brain, his body may be riddled with bul-
lets without fatal etfect.

The black bear (I7Trsus Americanus) has
a elossy, black coat, the hairs being much
shorter than those of the grizzly. The
muzzle is longer and narrower in propor-
tion to the size of his head. His limbs
are less massive and proportionately
largzer, the claws shorter and more
crooked. His eyes are larger, and pre-
sent rather a mild and good-humored as-
| pect.  When confined in a cage he shows
a lisposition to be sociable, puts his nose
through the bars and takes fragments of
cake or other deiicacies from the chil-
dren.  Vegetables constitute his princi-
pal food, he is a noted depredator on
maize and melon fields, and honey is his
delight. The black bear is common all
over the eastern districts of the United
States from Maine to Florida, and over a
large portion of the Western territary.
The young are brought forth during
hibernation in January or February.
The black bear is much hunted for its
skin, and the fat which constitutes the
esteemed bears’ grease of commerce. Its
flesh forms a good article of* food, re-
sembling pork. The cinnamon bear is a
variety of the black bear, differing in
eolor.” It s found in California, and
generally west of the Rocky Mountains.
The Malayan bear is one of the smallest
of the Urside family, being about four
feet six inches long, Its color is deep
black, with a yellowish muzzle, and a
white spot on the breast. The neck is
shorter and thicker than in other species.
It is essily tamed, and becomes extreme-
ly docile. The spectacled bear (Ursus
erratus), mhabiting the Cordilleras
of South America, displays all the
features of the Malayan  spe-
cies. The brown bear (Ursus Arctas) is
the most widely distributed of the
| species. It is found through Europe and
{ Northern Asia. In size it is superior to
| the black, but inferior to the polar bear.
The length is generally from about five
1o five and a haif feet, and the weight
500 to 600 pounds. The Scandinavians
say that this bear “has the strengthk of
ten men and the sense of twelve.” They
have also a superstitious reverence for
it, and habitually avoid saying *‘the
bear,” substituting such appellations as
the “old man with the fur cloak,” the
« disturber,” the “dog of God,” ¢te. Re-
ligious ceremonies follow the killing of a
brown bear, the head being decorated
with trinkets and placed upon a blanket.
The cunning of the brown bear is re-
markable. When the circle of fire ob-
structs his path he immerses himself in
the nearest stream, returns and rolls his
| body on the brands until the flames are
smothered, when he will attack the
sleeper. The Asiatic or sloth bear (Ursus
labiatus) is distinguished from other
bears by the length and flexibility of its
lips, and the peculiar manner in which
the fore-feet cross each other inwalking.
The hair, which is black, hangs from the
head and neck down over the face. Itis
ap inhabitant of the Himalayas, where it
remains in caves, and performs its ram-
bles by pight. In the polar bear the
bear family possesses an aquatic mem-
ber. It is inferior in size only tothe
grizzly, and is scarcely second to him in
ctrength and ferocity. Itscolor issilvery
white, tinged with yellow. The neck is
long, the head small snd pointed. The
foot is also Jonger, and the sole is covered
with thick fur. The claws, which are
black, are slightly curved. The Polar
bear is necessarily carnivorous, but when

The mother will al-
ways die before leaving her cubs in
danger, and if they are Killed first makes
a most affecting display of grief. Scat-
tered throughout Europe are the remains
of extinet bears, usually found in caves,
from which fact they are said to belong
to the cave bear. in the distribution of
bears the grizzly is restricted to the
Rocky Mounta=ns and adjacent plamns;
while the black bear takes its place in
other parts of the North American con-
tinent, except in the extreme northeast.

The Malayan bear is found on the
archipeiago that bears its name, the
southern part of Asia, and even South
America. Tke brown bear holds undis-
puted sway of Europe, of Asia north of
the Himualayas, ,"obably extends
even to the northwestern part of North
America. In marked contrast with this
wide range we find the sloth bear, con-
fined to the Himalayas, and Polar bear,
to the Arctic Ocean—Popular Seience
Monthly for January.

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infant Precocity—-Iis Dangers.

WE just now assume to be fond of
science, and talk wisely concerning na-
ture’s laws, especially such as are at a
convepient distance and don’t infringe
upon ourselves; but we fight shy of many
a physiological trath of nature, among
which is that embodied in the old aphor-
ism: ** Soon ripe, scon rotten.” Far be
it from me to growl at the little ones, the
BRIGHT little ones. I have no cyniecal
dislike of them—I even sympathize in a
parent’s pride; but in the interest of
these infants 1 say to parental vride,
and fain would say it foreibly: * For-
bear! vou are ruining, destroying the
object on which you build such high
hopes.” Humanity is not a legitimste
subject for hot-house forcing: it arrives
at its best strength and most desirable
development only in its natural element
and by natural stages of a rather slow
growth.

1t much more frequently happens that
a somewhat dull child, or one that has
shown merely a kind of quiet common
sense, comes by and by to the front on
the great stage of human affairs, than
otherwise. The vivacious, sparkling,
meteoric style of infancy seems usually
to burn itself out; and its ashes fill
either an early grave, the drooping form
of an invalid, or that of some fitfully-
flashing, but on the whole incompetent,
sample of mediocrity. There are excep-
tions to all rules, but this is the rule with
regard to the growth of intellect, not to
say genius, and both these are more
likely to be developed by the exigencies
and hard knocks of actual life, as nature
prepares the way, than by the pamper-
ing and forcing of early stimulation.
Just observe a little one whose parents
glory in its precocity, how the lightsand
shades of color and expression chase
each other ever the mobile features; how
the eyes glow and the nervous system of
the excitable, minmiature candidate for
public applause is upen the strain when
or wherever it feels itself to be on exhi-
bition. Almost superhuman must such
a child be if itsself consciousness do not
soon make it an ohject of censure, if not
of dislike, to everybody except its doting
friends, some who would wiafavor with
these, or perchance a passing stranger at-
tracted for a moment. But this is not
the worst of it: that eagerness for no-
tice, for admiration, is a fever hurrying
on the life currents with an unwhole-
some, an exhausting impulse. In past
times people used to push and piy their
promising infants with book-lore; this is
pot now the fashion; it is not school-
books nor schoolmasters that nowadays
sap the life of the little Dombeys; it is
excitement, not work, that, especially
among us, does the mischief.—Science of

After being thus hung for seven davs 3 kind of
hoar-frost will have formed upon the scales of
the fish. Preserve this. msing for each tooth
about as much as covers one scale. When re-
| quired. spread it on a piece of any kind of plas-
| ter. press it with the finger on to the aching
place and let it stick there. Then let the patient
| cough and the tooth will fall out _of itself. This
{ preseription has been tested by Dr. Wang.
| Axormem MerEop.—Take a head of garlic and
pound it up to a pulp. Mix it thoroughly with
one or two candareens’ weight of white dragon’s
bones, and apply it to the suffering part. Ina
lirtle while the tooth will drop out.
| Tt will be noticed that the above pre-
| sriptions are npeither Wwithout one or
other of two characteristies always to be
found in the composition of Chipese
remedies. ln the first recipe the ingre-
dients are simple enough, and all that is
required is time, seven days being neces-
sary for its preparation. Now as 1t 1S
very unlikely that anyone would collect
| the * hoar-frost” deposit from the scales
of a bream stuffed with arsepic in an-

it he set to work to make his medicine
only when the tooth began to ache, the
genius of the physician and the efficacy
{ hisrecipe are alike secure from at-
tack. In the second case, the very ex
istence of one of the drugs mentioned is,
to say the least, apocryphal: and al-
though such can be purchased at the
shops of native druggists, any complaint
on the part of a duped patient would be
met by the simple answer that the white
dragon’s bones he bought could not pos-
sibly have been genuine.—Celestial K-
pire.

| kets of our country. Statistics  show
| that the exporis of cheese sinee 1863 have
lincreased 64,000,000 pounds, and it
{ would be safe to say that our home con-
| sumption has also inereased in the same
ratio. Think for 2 moment of the num-
ber of cows re qmn-d to make 64,600 000
xmum]s of clieese; st 400 pounds to the
| cow, it would require 160,000, or 320 000
| more cows to supply the increased ex-
| ports and the consumption of our cheese
| at home during the time named. Now
