The tendency to progress of all new
countries is intensified by the increase of
transportation facilities and the ease with
which people can travel from place to
place. People will not starve in New
Englund when they can aequire land
and a competence in north Idaho or other
peints in the northwest. The numbers
that have been tlocking hither in the past
will be augmented year by year and will
increase proportionately to the extension
of railroads and to the difficulties of living
in the older and more highly civilized
communitics of the states. The rapd
disposal of the public lands also haa its ef-
fect in hastening tmumigration.  The tume
is near at hand when Uncle Sam will mo
longer have » farm to give away to every
native botn or naturalized citizen.  Out-
side ¢f the Indian reservations there is
no great amount of agricultural lands, and
the best of what is left lies 1n north Idaho,
and even hero it 1as gettiug 8o scarce
thatin a very shurt time every acre of
wheat land will be worth §50.  Hitherto
we have been so isolated that we have not
had our proportion of the impigartion
mto the new country, but with lines of
raiiroads coming in nestly every direction
oven the limitless and diverse resources
of north 1daho will be taxed to the utmost
to give sustenance and employment to the
crowding and esger throng who will strag-
gle hither to commence life.

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The Weather and the Crops.

Many ingniries are being made from all
portious of the country, both by mail and
telearaph, respecting the crops, and great
anxiety is shown to know positively
whether the recent severe weather in-
jured the growing grain. The Stares-
wAax reporter has interviewed all classes
of producers from the smail farmer with
160 acres, to the great grain growers who
calculate their yield by the thousand acres,
and without exception they ali say that
the prospects for the largest and  best
crop this great interior ever saw were
never better. The fall weather was
everything that could be desired, and the
warm rains of early winter, during the
mild December, caused the fields to pre-
sent an emerald hue very early.  All this
was followed by a very heavy snow,
which covered it up with a blanket, mak-
ing freczing out impossible.
