_The atfirmative was taken by Mes
F. Eastbam, Frautz, Heury Kock, air
and M. L. Pitman.  Messrs. Milton Evans,
4. Lamb, J. M. Cernwall, C. R. Frazier and
George La Rue took the negative. Messrs,
W. T. Barnes, W. ;. Kershaw and D. K.
Pearce had come to speak upon the pegative,
but as there were none to oppose them on
the affirmative, they did not join in the de-
bate. It would be very difficult now to
give in their pm};-er order, the different ar-
guments adduced. I shall not attempt it,
but T will endeaver to give the gen run
of the debate : 5

The atfirmative led off by asserting that
the passage of a *“no fence ™ law would in-
duce such an immigration to this territory
as woald soon entitle us to statehood. Poor
men would come by thousandsand settle up
our stock pastures. At present poor men
hike the first man—starving npon a pittance
of $3 per day —stand no chance. Farming
requires too much capital.  To fence a sec-
tioz: in the middle of the county mto quar-
ter sections by a five rail fence wounld cost
$1720.  Timber is not so cheap new as it
was when some of the fence men came to
the country. A township of land will yield
more revenie when put in grain than when
used for pasture.  Allowing one-halt to bar-
ren, the remainder would produce at 25
bushels per acre 255,000 bushels, at 30 cents
et bushels, 144,000, The same area would
contain 2000 head of cattle at an average
value of 215 per head, S30,000; and these
would increase in one year to a value of
39,000, or 1-30 per ceut. Stock men fre-
quently have cattle whose value they never
give in to the assesser. A man cannot well
aveid going on the right value of a piece of
land which be has i cultivation.  Stock
men arc trespassers upon people generally,
ruuning their stock over land for the use of
which they never pay—lhiving at the expense

of others. The “‘no fence” law would
assist twenty poor men to oue speculator,
because speculators can fence land and cul-

tivate it if they choose, but maay poor men
cannct afford to cultivate any land which
has to be fenced.  One speaker has been in
Yakima, which he described as 2 rich coun-
try, yielding an average of 45 bushels per
acre, with irrigation, but given over to stock
because poor men could not come in and
fence 1t.

,of prose.  Strange that the most gener-
! ally useful of all the different breeds of

| iguored and passed by in silence, and so

which, although requisite for special pur-
| poses, and worthy of high .am&‘f.f
{have contributed less to the benefit of
ymankind. But fortunately a great change
 bas taken place within the past few years
in Europe as well as in America.

A numerous society, composed of no-
blemen, the landed gentry, and
{ of Scotland. has recently been formed for
the purpose of unproving the breed of
their langer sort of horses. This society
takes the name of Clydsdale, and that
distinguished nobleman, Earl Dunmore,
has been devoting a considerable part of
his time during the past two years, o ed-
iting a stud book of their horses,
also as Clydesdale. The first volume of
this has already been published, and the
matter for the second 1s being collected.
England 1s now zealously following the
landable example set her by Scotland,
for what has long been known as the
Shire and other of her best large breeds
of horses. The Prince of Wales, Earl
Ellesmore, and other noblemen are giv-
ing no little attention to the getting cut
of their stud book, and the whole landed
interest of the United Kingdom is fast
waking up to the importance of improve-
ment of this most useful of all theirr
breeds of horses.

Within the past threc years 200 to
1,000 guineas (81,000 to £5,000) has been
the common price in Great Britain for
select heavy horses forbreeding purposes,
and even 1,000 guineas Las been refused
for a few of the very choicest, while 50 to
80 guineas (3230 to 400) is the ordinary
price of those for farm and dray work
alone. In France, Belginm, Holland,
and a few distriets in Northern Germany.
prices have also advanced considerably,
and greater attention is given than for-
merly to the improvement of their horses
all of which shows the rapidly increased
intercst in the subject abroad. Nor has
this matter been neglected in America,
particularly in the last four years, dur-
mg which time large numbers of power-
ful heavy horses have becn imported into
Canada and the United States from Great
Britain and France, with a few also from
Flanders. The Clydesdale breed has
been more generally preferred for Canada
while the Percheron and Normandy have
taken precedence in our own country.
For the Percheron and Norman m
America a stud book was published in
1877, by Mr. J. H. Sanders, of Chicago,
Illinois. A revised edition followed the
next year, 212 large octavo pages, hand-
somely got up, with nwumerous fine en-
gravings. The object of this stud book is
to preserve an accurate record of the
males and females imported-from France
and their; full-bred descendants, so that
the public may not be imposed upon
hereafter by unprincipled dealers palming
off their inferior grades for full-breds.

HARROWING WHEAT.

Althongh harrowing  wheat in the
spring is acknowledged by all who have
tried it to be beneficial to the erop, yet
but little is known of its real value. The
farmer who wishes to satisfy himself of
the fact should experiment for himself by
dividing his wheat fiela into two as equal
paxts as possible, and to harrow the one
and leave the other unharrowed. Then,
when the crop is cut, each portion to be
thrashed out and measured seperately,
and the straw and grain of each one weigh-
el.  He will then get the product of each,
and, when taken to market, the commer-
cial value of each. Nor should a single
experiment of the kind be a sufficient
smde for him to go by but it should be
tried and tested by actual weights and
measurements for a series of years.

The cultivation of any crop while grow-
ing not only promotes and hastens the
arowth of the roots, stems and leaves, but,
by strengthening these they are rendered
more capable of producing aud wmaturing
a greater quantity and better quantity of
seed. This none will deny.  Wealso know
that the breakinz up of the hard crust
which covers the sotl when the snows and
frosts have passed away acts very much
like the hoeing of corn, by opening up
the soil to the admission of theatmosphere,
and thus invigorating the plant. Just ec
with wheat. The harrowing hastenes the
arowth of the plant and gives it a start if
making a growth of both root, stemr and
leaf, thus enabling it to take advantage on
the rapid advance of the season for its bet-
ter developement.

It will thus be seen that stirring the sur-
face must, of course, be beneficial to the
crop. Iudeed, it has been so long known
in England that machines for hoeing the
wheat in the drill have been invented and
put ito successful operation, the machine
being so adapted to the drill of that coun-
try as to clear the drill spaces of all weeds,
as well as to open up the surface that the
warm sun and air may permeate the soil
and thus aid in the developement of the
plant. Wheat hoeing was not at first
very popular in Englaud, from the fact
that the farmers were uncertain whether
or not it would pay, but as soon as 1t was
demonstrated that, with suitable tools,
it would pay, it became so at once.
Farners in this country are not generally
aware of the quantity of wheat that can be
arown on an acre of land, auwd to tell thew
that as much as eighty bushels have been
made, the doubting Thomases will laugh at
you, but yet is such the fact. But then
2l the condition must be in perfect accord
with the growth and development of the
plant, from the character and preparation
of the land and seed to the harvesting of
the crop.
