In settling with rebels, as
with all other offendere, certain pringiples bave
been Inid dowa in the laws of nations, and these
principles are so general in their ¢pplication
that 8o conatry can safely disregard hem. Dis-
cuseing the question of civil war and the course
proper to be pursued whea rebellion crushed,
Vattel, s standard authority, says:

#When the amnesty is once publishd and ac-
‘cepted, all the past must be buried in oblivion;
nor must any one be called to accountfor what
has been done duriog the disturbances and, in
general, the sovereign whose word ougt ever to
ha saored, ie bound to the faithfulgbsayance of
every promise he bras made, evem.to rebels,—I
mean, to such of his subjects as hire revolted
without reason or ne If-bls promise is
not inviolable, the rebels will bave no security
with bim; when they haveonce drawn the sword,
they must throw away the scabbard, as one-of
the ancients expresses it; and the prince, desti-
tute of the more gentleand salutary means of
appeasing the revalt, wmll have no other remain-
ing expedient than thai of utlerly exterminating
the insurgents. Thest will become formidable
through despair; commasion will bestow suc-
cors on them; their paty will increase, and the
state will be in danger, What would have be-
come of France, if the eaguers had thought it
unsafe to rely on the promises of Henry the
Great? The same reasns which should render
thé faith of promises inviolable and sacred be-
tween individunl and inlividual, between sove-
reign and sovereign, betveen cuemy and coemy,
subsist in all their force between the sovertigu
and hisiosurgent or robillicus subjects.’” 5

Having been apprised
thaton a certain day these helpless women and
children were to be inhumanly butchered, [ im-
mediately ordered the interpreter, accompanied
by an ladian, to repair to Wauiletpu with all
dispateh, and to tell the chief, Telequoit, that
his young men had already gone too far by kill-
ing ‘Dr. Whitman, his lady and the rest; that
they had acted a cruel and cowardly part, and
that I wanted him to spare the poor women and
coildren. When my messenger arrived, Indian
women, armed with knives and other imple-
ments of waravere already assembled near the
house where the captives were, awaiting the or-
der of the chief, Teloquoit, who was present.
Un being informed of my request, he huog down
his head and paused; then with n wave of his
hand peremptorily ordered the women away—
these abrsing him and calling him a coward.
For each and all of theseservices, | am this day
handsomely rewarded. Sach is the way of manl
In conclusion, permit me, Mr. Editor, to apol-
ogize for baving trespassed at such length on
your valuable time, and accept my thanks for
your indulgence.
