My wife wlmost fainted but staggered
along., Mill creek, which we bad to wade, was
high from late rains, and come np tothe waist.

The district received of school money,
1000 in currency, or $750 in coin—about
equal to the above deficiency. The directors
Are under the necessity then of charging a tui-
tion fee, which will produce an amount equal to
that paid the teachers. The school mouey has
‘already been used. The law requires that a
echool be kept three taouths in euth year, The
_directors have no alternative but to sustain a
school for three months at least on the present
plan.

The advantages to be derived this
year from the mouney expended is free reat.—

In addition, the Freedmen's Bu-
reau was extended to “all parts of the United
States,” and the country #as to be divided
into twelve districts, each of which was to
have an Assistant Commissioner, each of
whom to have two Clerks ; an Agent, to have
two clerks, was to be appointed for each
ocounty in the cotire countrys There are in
the United States upward of 2,100 counties,
and, had the bill become a law, the Presi-
dent could have appoeinted an Agent and two
clerks for each county in the country, mak-
ing, with Commissioners, Assistant Agents,
and clerks, no less ‘than 6,414 officers,
whose aggregate salaries and expenses wounld
have ‘cost ‘the Government not less than
£14,000,600 persnnum. Just thiok of the
immanse sthouut ofjntronl.ge which the bill
provided for ‘throwieg into the President's
hands!
