ROBESON’S TURN NEXT.

How He Furnished His HouseNumerous
Presents to a Lady.
W asHINGTON, Marceh 5, 1576.

The points of avidence against Robeson are
gradually leaking out, and they disclose that,
as in the Belknap case, the wife has been one
of the sctive participants in the busband’s
corruption. The testimony of Captain Wm.
P. Forguson, former chief clerk to Cen-
eral Franklin, A Station, civil epgineer of
the Washisgton navy yard, is full of inter-
est in showing how Robeson's corruptions
have ded to the llest branches of
the service. His testimony in btief is that
Robeson has had his new house on K street
finiched off snd elaborately furnished by
government workmen, who brought with
them material from the navy yard. Thisis
also testified to by the former chief clerk of
pay rolls, and the muster clerk, who had
charge cf the men’s time and has alleged to
know the duties and objects of the men’s
work.

SNAKES OF INDIA.

How the Natives Handle the Serpents.

Bear in mind that no suake charmer was
present, that neither pipe nor whistle was
used, that every snake had its poison fangs
or teeth in capital order, and that no means
save the marvellous skill of the native opera-
tors employed in the exhibition which fol-
lowed, and you will have a good idea of the
peril through which those Hindoos passed.
It was early in the morning—not, however,
before the snakes, which were in a series of
wire boxes, were awake and lively—that we
were shown into a stone floored room some
20 feet long and 12 broad. In the boxes
were the strongest and deadliest spakes in
India—pythene, ophlophagi, cobras, korites,
Russell snakes and many others. The Hin-
doos who had charge of them were two elim
wiry little men, nude to the waist, as most of
their countrymen are. They wore neither
gloves nor avy other protectivn, and had no
instrument of any kind in the place, After
showing the varied collection under their
care, they proceeded to open the python case,
and one of them putting his hand in, seized
a monster serpent and threw him upon the
floor close to our feet. The python objected
to such treatment, and began to hiss, mak-
ing, at the same time, a vigorous effort to
rice. But the snake-keeper was waiting for
this, and Do sooner did that huge shining
began to curve than the keeper put out his
band, snd, seizing the creature’s tail, pulled
it back with a jerk. Iustantly the python
was powerless—hissing, but unable to-move;
the more he struggled the more tenaciously
did the keeper do his tsil, explaining mean-
while that so long as the reptile was covn-
trolled in that fashion there was no danger
of its doing mischief ; then, just as its rage
was bocoming ungovernable, the man lifted
it quickly, and with a jerk deposited it in the
box.

haud, and before it could strike him had seized
it just under the head. Theother pative now
seized its center and tail, and without more
ado the terrible creature was hoisted into the
air es harmless as a butterfly, and its fangs
exposed by the aid of a emall piece of wire.
Those tecth were literally full of poiscu—
enough to have killed a dozen persons.

At lengih, our curiosity satisfied, this mon-
ster was put into his cage, and Lis brother
plucked cut by the naked vative, with the
hand, and thrown. on the tloor. He, too,
was trapsincent for a minuie, endeavoring to
follow the unpantalooned Hindoo round the
room ; but he had reckoned without his host,
or rather his keeper, for he was seized pre-
seutly by the tail, and hoisted up just as the
other had been. In vain he hissed aud spat.
His tongue might move in and out as often
as it pleased, but all to no purpose ; whether
on the floor or in the air 1ts efforts to bite
were perfectly upavailing, ard when the
cage was open it slunk m, a disconcerted
serpent.

A cobra was the next to be turned out, s
strong, bealtby snzke, nearly five feet in
length, with a hood, tne power of moving
which somewhat startled us. But moveasit
might, the agile native was too quick for it.
He would_put his knee within a foot of it as
it stood up ready to strike, and it would strike
a dart as futile, however, as it was sudden.
Then it would hiss, as though hoping to

TInstantly the reptile
seized the proffered bait, its eyes glisteping,
its neck distended, 2nd crunched the wood a8
though it was tinder. Two or three mo-
ments elapsed as the teeth penetrated farther
into the fibre, and then we saw the poison

as a kind of saucer. I was particalar in
poticing two points in regard t this inei-
{dent; first, that the poison did vot come
! from the fange immediately the bite was in-
flicted—a fact which will sccount for the
mongoose living sometimes after he is bitten
by the cobra; and, next, that the guantity
of veaum emitted was much greater than is
generally supposed. There were five or six
large white drops in the shell, and probably
one or two absorbed in the bambos. When
forced to surrender the wood the serpent
scemed by no means exhausted ; the fitre
was much torn, for the teeth had penstrated
peurly a quarter of an inch.

Floriculture for Farmers.

The need for this sort of economy has gone
by, at least in all the older settled portions
of the country. Markets for every possible
product of the farm are now within reach of
pearly all, and the thoroughly good farmer
can always get prompt retarns for labor aud
eapital. Instead of planting every available
rod of his *arm in marketsble farm products,
the tendency now is to work less land and
work it better, to make two blades of grass
grow where only one grew before.

There is therefore no excuse for depriving
the wife and children, or even the farmer

Way axo Waex Lavres Exerobe.—
All explosions of ¢oal-oil lamps are
caused by the vapor or gas that col-
lects in the space abovethe oil. When
full of oil, of course, a lamp contains
no gas, but imwediately on lighting
the lamp, consumption of oil begins,
soon leaving a space for gas, which
commences to form as the lamp
warms up, aud, alter burning a short
time, suflicient gas will accumulate to
cause an explosion. The gas in a lamp
will explode only igvited. In this re-
spect it is like gunpowder. Cheap or
inferior oil i= always the most danger-
ons. The flame is communicated to
the gas i thefollowivg manner : The
wick tube in alllamp burners is made
larger than the wick which is to pass
through it. It would not do to have
the wick work tightly in the burner ;
on the contrary, it is essential that it
move up and down with perfect eage.
In this way it is unavoidable that a
space in the tuby is lefi along the
sides of the wick sufficient for the
flame from the burper to pass downm
into the lamp and explode the gas.
Many things may ceeur to cause the
flame to pass down the wick and ex-
plode, the lamp :

1. A lamp may be stand’'ng on 8
table or mantel, and a slight puff of
air from the open window, or the
sudden opening of a door, cause an ex.
plosion.

2. A lamp may be tiken up quick-
Iy from a table or mautle, aud instant.
Iy explode.

3. A lamp is taken into an entry
where there 1s a draft, or out ot doors,
and an exylosion ensues.

4. A lighted lamp is taken up 3
flight of stairs, or is raised quickly io
place it on the mavtel, resuling in an
explosion. In all these cases the mis-
cluef is dome by the air movement,
either by suddenly checking the draft
or furcing air down the chimpey
against the flame.

5. Blowing down the chimney to

6. Lamp explosions have been
caused by using a chimuey broken off
at the top, or oue that bas a piece
broken out, whereby the draft is varia.

So
far as the governor and secretary are con-
cerned, this reduction is enirely proper, and
we trust that it will be mage, Practically
these offices are sinecures, and whatever pay
the incumbents receive may be regarded as
clear gain. With the Justices of the District
and Supreme Courts it isquite different, and
in the case of these gentlemen the reduction
would work great hardship. In the first
place the justices are required to be learned
in the law, and in point of fact they are
much above the average of the legal [;mfm-
sion.  Custom and decency requires them to
abstain from methods by which men in other
positions add to their gaius, and in this way
they are restricted to the salary fixed by law.

tice his profession, and in that way gain a
respectable income. He can also g0 into ont-
side speculations—some of them of doubtful
character—and in these his position gives
him advantage over men in private life.

PeNDLETON'S CASE STATED.—George H.
Pendleton, of Ohio, bas been before the com-
mittee on war expenditures to explain his
connection with the claim of the Kentucky
Central Railroad Company againat the gov-
ernment. Mr. Pendleton says that the claim
was for nearly one bundred and fifty thous-
and dollars. He was president of the com-
pany and the administrator of the Bowler
estate. As president he made a contract with
himself as agent, by which b2 was to receive
fifty per cent. of theclaim. The government,
through the aid ¢i Mr. Belknap, paid him
the claim, eighty thousand doilars of which
he retained as & “fee’'—sixty-eight thonsard
dollars going to the company. . He swears
that none of this money was paid to Belknap
or to any of his family, or to any one repre-
representing the secretary. It is difficult to
churacterize this transaction. If Mr. Pendle-
ton received the eighty thousand dollars for
his * influence ** then comes the uncomfort-
able reflection that * influence ™" is much too
valuable, ially when p d by a dem-
ocratic statesman over a republizan adminis-
tration. If the money was really due the
road then Mr. Pendleton, as president,
awarding himeelf the hrfer share of the
claim, is in a painful position, oue that will
not admit of an intelligent explanation to
the stockbolders of the rcad.

For any soil except sand or gravel
use a steel plow. The cost is but Iit-
“tle more, and the draft enough less to
pay the difference in plowing twenty
acres. Inplowing sod the colter does
a great deal of the work, and should
be kept sharp by forging at the black-
smith’s, and grinding every day if
pecessary. Of course it will wear
out sooner, but new coiters are chap~
er than new teams. Set the colter in
line with the plow, the edge square in
front, with all angle of forty-five de
grees from the poiut to where it is at
tached to the beam. When the si:are
gets worn out it is poor economy (o
use it any longer, but replace it with
a new one. Let the traces be as short
as will allow the horses to walk with-
out hitting their heels agaiust the
whiffletrees, and have. just pressure
enough of the wheels on the ground
to make the plow run steady. If the
handles crowd continually one way
the draft is not right, and, if the
plow be a geed one, 1t can easily be
remedied at the clevis. To prevent
the horses stepping over the (races in
turning,fasten a weight of about three-
fourths of a pound on the outside of
each singletzee—that is, on the lefi,
and vice versa. Every observing
farmer knows that horses are suscep
tible of kindness, and «qually o to
unkindness. I have seen horses that
were working steadily made reckloss
with sweat in a ¢hort time by a sharp
word or a jerk at the bit. Let your
horses do their work as you do yours,
as easily as possible, and be as willing
