The freight of a car load of pe-
troleam from Pittsburg to Sacramento
cost £310.25, but if consigned to Batile
Monutain, Nevada, it will amount to
$773.75. Wyommg coal is carried to
San Francisco for 39 a ton, but if un-
loaded at Reno, three hundred miles
this side of San Francisco, the charge
will be $14 a ton. We quote further
from an editorial in the New York
Times :

¢ Limestone is used in the reduction
of ores. There was formerly an extor-
tionate charge for bringing it from Cali-
fornia. A deposit was found a few miles
from Virginia City, but no sconer was a
beginung made m the working of it than
the railroad rates went down so that the
California article undersold that of Ne-
vada, and the new enterprise was ruined.
The wachine shops of Cold Hill and
Virginia City could easily supply machi-
pery to Eastern Nevada and Utah, if
they could obtamn transportation” at rea-
sonable rates, but the ralroad charges
£200 a carlond more from Reno to Utah
thar from Nan Frauncisco to the same
point, and the Nevada busiess is pre-
vented from developing. So it is that
the Central Pacific raies the indusirics
of a sovereign state with a rod of iron.”

Mr. Daggett estimates the amount ex-
torted from the people of Nevada in this
way by the Central Pacific in ten years
at £30,000,000 in excess of what the road
would have earned under a fair and geue-
rons management. Yet tlus 1s the rail-
road that owes its very existence to the
bounty of the government in giving
away the lands belonging to the people,
while its president to-day defics both the
government and the people to coliect
even what they are legally eutitled to
from its earnings.  Plainly the country
will not endure such a state of things for

Tug time is coming fast when but httle
dependence can be placed upon the gov-
ernment troope.  They are stationed at
long distances spait, aud have an alto-
gether too great territory to gnard, hence
protection to the scttiers will have to
come from the militia, and yct it would
not be reasonable to expect «flicient and
effective servics for them unless the
Territory helps and encourages them m
raising to a certain standard of military
worth.

Before leving the station the conluctor
must call out the name of the last station
passed, and each passenger must name the
place Le is from.

On arriving at a station the conductor and
engineer wiil gn into the telegraph office and
write home to th ar famalies. They will stay
there until they know their tramn is behind
time. They will then run back to the next
station.

Each passe:ger may ask seven questions
of the couductor between each two sta‘ions.
The conductos must answer these guestions
civilly, without swearing or looking mad

Comductors must look after the comfort of
passeug-rs.  When the condactor is looking
after a female passenger, the baggage master
will look after the conductor and a brakeman
will look after the bagrage master.

The passenger must punch his own ticket.
He shall then tell the conductor where he
was born anl where he expects to die when
he goes to. The conductor must ales he
punched.

At the end of every trip the conductor
must make a writien report of the number of
cars, color and .ave of passengers, together
with any accidents that may have occurred.

On arriving at the end of the roate the
conductor shall be stripped and searctrd
with a toorh-pick, nail brush and fine comb,
to see that he bas o tickets concealed about
him.

To each sub division of ten miles there
shall be one laborer, two foremen, three
supervisors and four assistant engineers.
Each of these shall have two clerks.

The supervisor shall make daly inspec-
tion of the track., This can usnaily be done
best from the smoking ear of a passenger
train.

Forem+n must visit their sections at least
once a week uniess they are very busy at
home, »

They n:ust before each anonal inspection
have the roads swept. the euds of all ties
sandpapered, the faces of all embankments
shaved, and all feuces and telegraph poles
whitewashed.

The Northern Pacific.
At a meeting in New York, on March 29th,
of the directors of the Northern Pacific rail-
road, it was, on motion of John C. Ballitt, of
Philadelphia, unanimously resolved that the
injunction suit of Henry Villard should be
vigorously resisted. The suit was brought on
the 23rd irst. to annul the iwue of 180,000
shares of stock of the road of the par value of
$18,000,000. This stock is the residue of $49,-
000,000 of common stock authorized in the re.
S of the P in 1875, and is-
sued to holders of stock in the old company.
It is claimed by the Villard party that the
issue is illegal; and is made to enable the
present directors to retain cootrol.  Ove of
