swep' and walked upon.  There is a de-
mand for better floors, not nee ssarily
inlaid or mosaies, of different kinds of
precious woed, but made double of strong
seasoned wood that will not shrick or
warp (spruee, however well seasoned, is
almost sure to warp), and then well fin.
ished so as to be durable and easily
cleaned. Carpeted floors seem a relief to
the housekeeper, when once the carpets
'are procured and fitted to the rooms and
tacked down, becanse they do not show
| the dirt as the bare floors do. But oh!

General Wade Hampton.

_ Mz, Eppes Hardy lays us under obliga-
tions to hini for the following article writ-
ten by a friend of his to a New Brunswick
newspap General Wade Hampton has

tained a degree of popularity rarely
equaled in any country. His ancestors
were distinguished for wealth and eult we,
as well as for public services before the
revolution :

“Governor Hampton's career is a seem-
ing anachronism. The events connected
with 1t are not to be found elsewhere m
the practical life of the nineteenth cen-
tury. [Its counterparts must be sought in
those days in which knights and trouba-
dours abounded and ali christendom was
swayed by sentiment. If the Crusades
were the poetry of war, Hampton's his-
tory has been the poetry of politics. South
Carolina has ever played a peculiar part
in the government. The oid spirit of
chivalry which impelled men to risk rep-
utation, property and life itself for an idea,
and to scorn to consider expediency when
honor was at stake, still survived in the
Palmetto State and imparied distinguish-
ing characteristies to the people and their
representatives. Here then were the thea-
tre and the man. Governor Hampton
came of historic ancestry. Before the
war he distinguished himself in the arts
of peace. During that struggle he achieved
the highest honors asa soldier. But a
nobler future was i store.  In the dark-
est period of our state’s history, he was
called to put himsclf at the head of a for-
lorn hope, in a contest azainst over-
whelming numbers, perfeet organization
and the undistinguished assistance of the
federal government. The cawmpaign of
1376 was a poem, needing only a Homer
to perpetuate it in verse, or winstrels to
embalm it in song. By hispersonal mag
netism, Governor Hampton organized a
party out of discordant elements, revived
hope in the hopeless, inflamed enthusiasm
to the highest point, aud aftcr an unprece-
dented campaign of sixty days on which
the heavens never frowned, won a peace-
ful, bloadl ss victory at the polls.

““This 1s not all.  In securing the fruits
of victory he evineed a degree of wisdom
and statesmanship that bewildered even
his warmest admirers, and won for himself
and his state the admiration of the North,
which up to that time had been bitterly
hostile.  In those days South Carolina
was one vast asylum of emotional insanity
and Hampton its keeper. One mistzke
would have ruined all. But he made
none.  Skillfully and sarely he solved the
problem and restored chaos to pe
der.  Two years later he is re-ele
ernor without an opposing voice.
in his moment of triumph a dreadful ac-
cident befalls him, and changes the pland-

its of the people into exclamations of
gricf.  And now when medical skill is

d to the utmost in aiding the forees
of life ust the assan!ts of death, the
summons s bronght to his bedside that
calls him to her defence in a
ew and larger arena. Wel may it be
d that Governer (now senator) Hamp-
ton 1s the central figure of a grand epie
poem, “having its hghts and  shades so

waly marked as to furnish abundant
rials for some inspired son of sonz

““And here let ushope that all the events
of the past may merely lead to some
wioander culmination in the future, in
which the names of Hampton and South
Caroling may be {orever hnked together
in glory.”

Such is the man, tried and true, whom
Ca delights to honor, who enjoys
the fullest confidence of this late despond-
ent—now hopeful—commonwealth, whose
nobie deeds in peace and war have en-
deared him te the samny South, and who
most worthily holds the highest position
in the ¢ift of Sovereign State -—
nse of listening Senates to command,
The threats of pain and ruin to despise,
scatter plenty o'er a smiling laad,

And read his history in a nation’s eyes.”
