York Tribune, March 28th, says D. G.
Croley las an alarming repatation for
making accurate predictions.  In 1872 he
pablished a remazkable article in which
Le said: “I prediet that within the
next two years the country will experi-
ence the worst financial panic known to
its history. Land will temporarily fail to
one-half its present value. The panie
will be precipitated, in all probability,”
by the failure of the Northern Paci%
railroad, and, perhaps, of the banks wh
manage it.” What Croley has already told,
warrants espeeially intovest in his present
predictions a day or two ago. Among
these are the following: “The present
vear will be a prosperous one for the
country. There will be a general revival
of industry. Labor will be employed
and confidence in the future universally
felt. Before the close of the vear there
will be a widespread intercst in the
prezious metal mining. A dangerous
speculative feeling in other industries will
soon show itself. There will be a partial
failure of crops. The hay crop on the
Atlantie slope will be short. Before 1881
home prices will o higher and foreign
goods will be sold cheaper.

Uniess the
“unexpected” oceurs, there will be a
drain of gold abroad and then resump-
tion as at present established, must be
legislated upon anew or it will fail.
