He exhausted
the ammunition of his side. The senate
debate on the army bill will almost cer-
tainly close this week, and Mr. Hayes
will then have his chance to veto or
approve it.

see something of it by going to our Chi-
cago Union Depots.  Bat, to fully realize
it and take it 1n, one needs to be here on
the ground. it is simply everwhelming.
A year age, Ellis county contained the
extreme frontier settlements on the line
of this road.  Work was just commencing
at this point, Wa-Keeney. A hotel was
up. a station established, and a few of the
pioneers were on the ground, getting
ready to commence the work of trans-
forming the wilderness into a habitable
and populated community. Trego county
hasYa population of not less than 2,000
souls, which is daily augmenting by fresh
arrivals by the trains, or by prairie-schoon-
ers, which have come through overland ;

The soil
is of a rich black sandy loam, and yields
abundantly everything that has ever been
planted and sown, corn, wheat, oats,
barley, tomatoes, potatoes and fruit of
all kinds, including grapes yields abun-
dant crops that must be seen to be
believed.

At present the
country offers greater inducements to
emigrants than any other in Washington
territory.  The easiest way to get to this
eountry is to <eross from Wallula where
there is a good ferry boat, then procexd
up the banks of the Columbia to the
mouth of the Yakima river. From thence
is a good road the whole distance, very
few hills and but little sand.  After high
water there is no necessity to cross any
ferry as the streams are all fordable.
MILITARY POST.

There is every probability of a large
military post being established there the
coming summer. It will be garrisoned
by ecavalry, therefore the demand for
grain will be very large.  We question if
the few settlers there now will be able to
supply the demand for the troops, horses
and seed for the numerous emigrants
already tending that way. There are a
series of valleys along the Yakima river,
going under ditferent names, aczording to
the post offices, of which as well as
schools, the country is well supplied, but
not yet as much as they will be with an
increased population.  We advocate the
route up the Yakima for the reason that
the high mountains bounding the Yakima
valleys offer an almost superable bar for
heavy loaded teams. The roads are a
little sidling in the

SIMCOZ MOUNTAINS,
Besides being rough and in some
places the water covers the country for
nearly a mile on the reservation through
which the road rups. This is no glowing
or exaggerated account, but applies truth-
fully to the land as we lately saw it. It
is a country we can conscientiously recom-
mended to intending settlers as coming
nearer to perfection and easy methods of
creating homes than any country we have
visited. Drones and lazy men of all
classes are not wanted, it is a country
where nature has planted all the elements
of wealth, and suecess depends altogether
upon the man more than upon the coun-

try itself.

Moses is mad. A council was held on
Thursday night, on board the steamer
Northwest with the Indians lately returned
from Washington, General Howard, and
Gov. Ferry. While at the capitol, Moses
marked out himself the reservation he
wanted on the map, the deeds were drawn
up, signed by him and witnessed by Major
Boyle. McBean the interpreter also says
that he agreed in every particular to ac-
cept the reservation laid off for him
between the Okanagan river on the East,
and the Caseade Mountains on the West.
Bloses now claims that the whole Colville
reservation is what he w~anted and was
given to him. Secretary Schurz has
been telegraphed to for instructions; in
the meantime the whole party will pro-
ceed to the Kittitass valley, and wait a
reply.  Altogether it looks as hough the
whole affair had been fearfully muddled
and nixed up. How this matter will
eventnally end, no one can forsee, but at
any rate it is another blunder to be added
to the longroll of Indian mismanagement,
for which our fronticr annually receives a
baptism of fire and blood.
