The opprnents of African slavery were ac-
customed to indulge in objurgativn agsinst
that syst=in becsuse it took from 8 man his
natural right to com pensation for bis labor and
to dispose of that labor as he listed. Bat no

| man is fr e uuless be is at liberty to work for

the seawen of farmer times made fair voyages, guid.
el by the eye slone, without the aid of the barome-
ter, or eter, or Maury's charts, or the coast
surveys, or the lighthouse on every importaut head-
land. " Seldom even now does the farmer have a
chemical analysis of the soil which he tills. His good
sense assures him that the sabstan:
grase, vegetables and fruits is furvished
and «ir ; that every crop the
land for that crop; and copsequently the food
plants must be restored to the ground, or they will
show a more sickly life and a smaller production
year by year. The tobaoco lands of Exsters Virginia,
the cotton plantxtions of the South, and the wheat
fields of the Middle and Western States have been
cultivated in this ‘wasteful manner, with little or no
euriching until some of them are worttless for these
respective crops. 3

The follcwing table, prepared by Prof. P. Collier,
secretary of the State board of a?:mluneol Ver-
mont, from Prof Johnson’s books, ‘‘ How Crope
Grow,” suzgests the lessan to be Jearned by furmers,
and they also invite the study of business men, whose
enterprises depend upon the prosperity of agrical-
ture :

It will be seen that wheat is eomposed of mine gle-
.: potash, sola, magoesia, ime, oxide of
iron, phospaorie zeid, salpburic acid, sihe acid and
chlonipe, h-sides the esh, and in exact quantities;
and that the proportions of scme of these are very
large.

Oncfourth of the food on whick the growth of
wheat depends is potash, and nearly opethird is
pho<phoric seid, and over onec-tenth is magnesm.,

Wheat straw demands the same elements, only in
somewhat difforent proportions. Silic acid effords
aimost two-thicds of its pourishment and gives it
strengih of fibwe to stand up and retain all its juiess,
thus avuiding the bursting of stock during rapid
summer growth, zod the overflow of s2p and the
cons quent rust so common in the alluvial lands of
the M ppi valiey, which are rapidly exhausted
of this acid.

T'be lands between the Rocky and Caseads moun-
tams, also are heavily charged with these elemeuts,
=0 ~sary for the cereals, and especially for wheat,
the most royal brain food for mau. The chief cuuse
of this was the vo eanic overflows. The ashes which
were distributed eastwardjand westward by the pre-
vailing winds, and which wingled with the wash of
the Lills to form the muddy beds of ancient lukes and

And
they disintezrute with frost and water, thus adding
willods 01 tons ennuslly to the soils.

Lhe cliunate of the interor proves itself more and
more favorsble to the produetios of wheat, Wi h th
weresse of ficlds and of erebards, and of tree plant-
ing, there is a prospect of increasi:g deposits of mois-
ture in dew and rain. .

Thes- facts point to the interior basin of the Co-
Jumbia as the greatest and most permanent wheat
producing rezion of the United States.

Correx Tea axp Haup Tives.— Withia
the last eight mouths the consumption of tea
aud coffee has fullen off materially. Oar
imports of cuffee for the cight months eud-
ing with Febuarary of the present year, were
190,574,000 pounas, valued at $29,344,000.
For the correspondinz period of the preceding
year they were 275784 000, valved at
S n e .
42,140, The imyors of ten, for the
satne vigh monthe, wers 33,565,000, valued
911,175,000, agniost 43,331,000, valued at
$13,625,000 dunug a correspondiog period of
the precedivg year, Thus the decrease in
the valae of cuffre impuried was$£13,796,000,
and the decrease in tea $2,443,000. As we
produce neither tea vor cotfce, the decrease
in the importation must very nearly represent
the dusinuiion in the amount consumed.
Tolitical economists estimate the condition of
the masses of the peopls in this country by
their ability to buy aud pay for coffee snd
tea. Sugar is somenn-s included with the
other two staples, but as the amount of sugar
produced 1o the United States varies with
different seasons, it is ot 8o absolute » test
u8 coffes uud tea. Itappears, lhcr\-lur_r. that
the mass of people are economizivg this year
us they have not before, for some years st
least. Tea and coffes in the United States
are not considered as luxaries; ibey bave for
Fears entered tuto such common use, even
amouy the poor, that they sre regarded as
the necessaries of Lfe. They sre wot either
much subject to faskion, or rather they are 1
fasbion uil the tme. When, thereture, the
prople give up their cuffes and tes, 1018 be-
cause they are mwade to ulku‘uze between these
aud bread. :

They often through the season |
without keeping a day-book of outlay and income,
and yet they form & fair judgment of the relative |
value of soils for the nds of ;a8 | himself.

Whether he be a bondman or freeman born,
hias liberty of labor being restricted he is in
the condition of a slave, the distinction be-
tween the two beiog simply this, that the
slave must toil to furnish comforts and luxu-
ries to others, the freeman works to supply
himself.

So long ae the laws of society force & man
to give up a part of the product of his labor,
to that extent they take away his power of
improving his condition. So far us society
comes in sod takes awsy from a man any
part of what Qe has earned, to that extent 1t
takes away motives for working.

Just so far as society deprives the individ-
ua! of the ability to produee for himself, and
to keep all that ke is capable of earning, to
that »xtent does it demoralize its individaal

bers, and queetly the whole body-
politic. Every man has absolute rights in
the universe with which no other can law.
fu'ly meddle. He has the right to exist, for,
by the operation of laws higher than those of
human perscription, he does exist. He hasa
right to all things which the earth supplies
towsrd supporting und making comfortable
that existence to the extent to which his la-
bor will procure them for him.

Whenever buman laws impose a tax of any
kind or for any purpose, they directly inter-
fere with this right of the individual man to
exist bere and to maintain bimself in exis-
tence. The jealousy of taxation is a feeling
founded in true wisdom; it is a feeling
withont which men will never preserve their
freedom.

The taking of a man's earning by sociery
is an act akin to the tuking awasy of his per-
sonal liberty of locomotion und the taking of
bis life, are all infringements upos the indi-
vidual's right to live. Ouce is no more than
the other a lawful exertion of power except
for the direct purpose, in every instauce, of
the maintenance of society’s existencd.

When auy ouve of these powers is exerted
for any other end it is wanton tyranny. Of
all these, taxation runs the most insidiously
into oppressiou, becwuse the slicing off of a
lirtle, more and more, from our neighbor’s
earnings does vot produce the same shock in
us as if we see him hauled to prison or hung-
ed by the neck or put into Senator Fravk
Stewart’s pillory.

The povr, tke feeble, and the unskillfal
suffer most from taxation. These obtain as
their share out of the product of our com-
mon labor barely sufficient to support exis-
tence. Levy taxes in what manver we may,
they assess themselves upon thuse who have
little or no property in more than due pro-
portion ; for taxes are so much taken out of
the common product for the y-ar; and there
is just s much less to bs distributed among
the workers who coustitute the community.

Of course, what is taken for taxes wouid,
if left with the people, huve been distributed
smeng all the workers in the same proportion
as that which was not taken. Every one,
poor and rich, would huve had so much
more for hix individual use. In & country
where taxes ure ten per cent. of the total
earning of the people, every oue has ten per
cont. taken out of his meaus of comfors for
the year.

The cost of governmen?, the cost of sup-
porting officials who do not aid in the pro-
duction of wealth, is, looking at it simply
with refrrence to the general industry asd
i8 results, so much waste. It may be a ne-
cessary waste, but it is a waste nevertheless.
All the bread which it takes to feed the
government officials leaves so much less bread
to be distributed amoug the wurkers of the
country, makes bread less easy to be had;
and 20 of all things that are spent in keeping
up government. N

It ie obvious that when yon take ten per

cert. from the woman whose earnings are
fifty cents a day, the loss of the five cents is
a much sorer evil to her than a deduction of
oue thusand dollars is to & man whese in-
come is ten thousand,
No scheme can be devised for taxing the
rich specially 80 as to take this burden off of
the poor.  Ou the contrary, while it is more
cvpveunieut 10 levy the taxes from the rich,
yet, except for his own proper share, the rich
mag who pays the tax is simply a tax-collec-
tor, just us the importer who pays duries at
the castom-house 1s u collector of these duties
from the cousumers of the commodities. The
cost of this process of collec'ion from the
poor throagh the rich and the cost what may
be called the retsil dis'ribution of the tax is,
b~ the time it reachcs the poor man, added
to the tax, o that iu fact the poor pay more
than their proportion of all taxes.

In all naticns the result of heavy taxation
has been to make the fesble still feebler, the
poor still poorer. The end of heavy taxation
hus always been that the foundations of na-
tioual wealth and strength are suddenly
found to have been sapped ; & fabrie of much
outwsard show of wealth is found to be rotten;
the cancer of poverty, disregarded so long as
it was coufined 10 the feeble aud the obscure,
is tound spreading over the body-politie.

The power of a nxtion's wealth is not to be
found in its palaces nor in the colossal for-
tunes of & few ; the real test is the condition
of its feeble class. Private forrunes were
never more colossal in Rome than when great
masses of the Roman people procured bread
by bouuty from the public purse. The gen-
eral distribution of prosperity, the independ-
eoce of the luboring classes, their freedom
from onerous burdens that eripple their arms
and maske away with the best part of the
fruits of their toil, the imposition of unjust
or unequal taxes, the subsidization of certain
industries to 'he disadvantage of others, the
system of sustzining some by direct bounty,
all these tend to concentrate wealth in fower
hands, und to narrow the area of labor, and,
vonsequently, by diminishing the demaud
make it difficult to obtain, and hard to en-
dure when obtaived.

Through taxation, direct and indireet,
through tux aod tariff, through sudsidy and
bouaty, through legislation for elsews and
corporations, we have as real a system of ser-
vile labor as that which eust four years of
war, oceans of blood, nnd tons of treasure to
blot frum the face of the earth.—Fz.

Glimpses of Life in a Pioncer Biack Hill
Town.

From a Deadwood City letter to the New
Yoik. Sun we clip the following: Oa the
uther side of the street, a little lower down,
alands ** the Cricket,”” apother great resort,
Iris a dance-ball and variety theatre, the
latter beiug & wovelty here. It was in the
**Cricket "’ that General Crook danced in the
same set with Mayor Farnum. His partoer
is #till enaployed 1o the house. A violin and
viols furnishes the music. Six yirls are em-
ployed in the dance hall, and are on the floor
from dark until miduight, their partpers
varying in social standing from such digui-
teries as these just pamed to the dirtiest,
blackest and coarsest of ‘bullwackers.” The
men dance with hats on, and huge cigars be-
tween :heir teeth, and seem to enjoy the ten-
miputes’ set, for which they pay e half dol-
lar, besides treats for self and partver. The
theatre is reached through two doorways,
ouve leading to the lower part of the house,
the other to the gallery, which is divided off
into seven boves. Decorum is wuknown 1o
* Crisket "’ audiences, and as a consequencs
the performance is virtually one of show and
not for the esr. Great clouds of smoke fill
the roow, while msuy girls, dressed in the
leudest fashion, peddle drinks through the
audience. The performance begins with the
first part of a miustrel show, the circle con-
sisting of * boues™ and * tambourine” in
cork, twg girls, the interlocut:r, snd a banjo
player vucorked. The great aim of ell is 10
be as loud zs possible, and in this particular
there scems to be no restraint.  Singing and
dancicg fill up the progcamme. The perfor-
mance contioues until the last anditor leaves.

The amount of money wvightly squacdered
here upon wine, women and gambling is
simply enormons.  With drinks and cigars
at **two-bits 77 (23 cents) each, wine (very
poor) at 5 per pint, and everything else in
proportion, it takes but a very short time to
run through a big sum of money. Gambling
is the great bane of the ‘own. Ove can
fiud but few public houses where there are
not one or more gnmes in operation, while in
msny suloons the tables are counted by the
balf dozon. Yet there are many excellent
people here.

Deadwood spes the airs and dignity of the
oldest city on the continent. Postal serviee
has been sccured, sud to-day Posimaster
Adams, & carpet-bagzer from Omaha, with a
boiled shirt and shiny hat, opened a regular-
ly established office sud begau the sule of
stamps. Heretofore it has cost ten cents to
receive a lotter, except by the Cheyeune line.
The latter has the contract uatil the close of
the fiscal year ; and will carry a daily mail,
us will also the Fort Pierre and Bismark
lines as s00a as they begin runaing, which
will be in about two weeks. The Syduney
Stage Company has sold ou: to the Cheyenne
Compauy, und hereafter duily stages will run
over ibat reure,

Tha first daily paperin the hills, the Times,
made its uppearance here last Saturduy. It
is a folio, five colnmns 10 the page ; bhas the
Associated Press dispatches ;  is well edited,
and pres-nts a fine typographical appear-
ance. Its edirors, Messrs. Warner and New-
hard, are old Denver priutars, and are coufi-

dent of suceess. The Pionesr, the first Black
Hills journal, will also soon appear daily.

The arrivals of *“tender-feet ” in this city
alone average 100 s day, and as the sesson
sdvanees, the ivflux becomes greater. Hotels

can accommodate about une in ten; the other
nive sleep in the stables, ten s, wagoaos, ete.
You can safely assume that foar-fifths of the
eatire uumber will be on their way back to
the States with empty pockets. All the good
mining ground has been t1ken up. A pumber
of farmers bave arrived, tuken ranches in
Rad Valley, and begun tillage. I counted
thirty-six ou their way to the Belle Fourche
one day last wenk. They will make money,
as the soil is exceilent for agricultural pur-
poses, while the markot will be the best in the
couutry next Winter, unless the busivess is
overdone. Hay vow sells at $100 per ton,
and it is very scarce at that figure. It costs
sbout §3 50 per toun to gather it.

Anther very for'mnate speculator is our
solitary ice man. He harvested several
thousand tons last Winter, and as he indends
charging five cents per pound, bis profits,
will be evormous.

Building goes on rapidly all over the city,
keeping sawmills and carpenters busy sight
and day. Ren's are outrageously high, a
small cabin of unplined lumber brings $25
te 35 per month. Masonic and Odd Fellows
lodges have been established. Divine service
is held every Sunday. A largely attended
sehool has beea opened.

Mines are being opened rapidly, bat the
abundanee of water prevents a thorough work-
ing of them. Merchants and gamblers have
decided to take and pay out goid dast bere-
after at the rate of $18 per ounce—a reduc-
tion of two dollars,

A mass meeting was held here last Sanday
to discuss the feasibility and wisdom of form-
ing & new territory out of the Biack Hill
country. This action was brought about by
the conduct of Governor Peunington in ap-
pointing nou-residents to every ofice created
by the ratification of the new Sivex treaty.
The question was ably discussd, and a call
issued for a convention to assembls here on
the 21st inst. A petition will be pesested to
Congress at the coming special session, and
there is but little doubt that the prayer of
the 20,000 people pow in the Hilis will be
promptly auvd favorably answered.

Tolored Emigration.

Whea the colored man wasa slave, and an
oceasional philanthropic master manumitted
him, it was generally with the proviso that
be should go as a colonist to Liberia. The
machinery of the National Colization Socie-
ty, with Mr. Clay at its bead, was brought
into reguisition to sccure him safe transpor-
tation. The scheme of populating that fare
off and inbospitable region, never in it pros-
ous period, amounted to much. The best class
of colored people, after giving Liberia a trial,
deserted it whenever an opportunity ofiered.
Those less ambitious instend of having their
condition improved, fell into habits of in-
dolence, and dwindled away under the mala-
rial diseases of the country, till of iste but
little is beard of them, and that little always
to their disadvantage.

But the colored man, as an emigrant, has
marked ou' for himself a new ficld, where
the prospects are much more flattering, and
the conditiona sll in his favor, :f he will im=~
prove them. He has fixed his eyes on a
broad and prodactive coantry west of the Mis
sissippi, where it is his intention to found a
new State, and as he is now in possession of all
the privileges of citizenship pertaining to
members of the Caucasian race, he can en-
ter into eompetition with them in acquiring
wealth sod the enjoyment of unabridged
hapinesa.

The movement as yet is in its incipieney,
bat it has been commenced. Several small
parties of colored people passed through St.
Louis some three weeks ago, on their way to
southewestern Kunsas. Most of the number
were from Teonessee. They were to be join-
ed shortly by 1000 persons from Keutucky,
and it is believed that the colony will, from
ime to time, be still forther nugmented by
emigration from Louisiana, Mississippi,
Georgia, and other Southern States,

It is said that these emigrants have no
serious complsints to make ; but they are of
the opinion that the two reces csunot live
and prosper together ; that the stronger will
alaays enjoy advantages to which the
weaker cannot attain ; aud that in a govern-
ment of their own, they can establish that
perfeet social and political equality for which
the freedman patamlly sighe, and of which
the law caunot deprive him. These people
bave had their own explorers out, who have
purchased lands for the colony and paid for
them. They will prosecute agriculture, erect
factories, follow mechanical pursnits, and in
every way endeavor to make their commuani-
ty self-sustaining. They will have the best
wishes of, and no doubt considerable materi-
al support from, the friends of their enter-
prise, who will rejoice to know that it has

been successful.
