Lire 1x CoxstantiNorLe.—The people
of Constantinople are not yet relieved
from their tension. Wild rumors gain
best growth at nightfall, and everybody
retires in the most cxeited eopdition to
be caimed in the morning by new explan-
ations. The city is now held in check by
a firm hand, which may be that of Ahmed
Vefik Pasha, but which bears a strong
rescmblance to that of the irrepressible
Mahmoud Damah, who is again attaining
favor in high places. The government is
in a constant agony of fear lest some of
the fiery patriots of the city should take
to bush-whacking Russian soldiers, and
so precipitate the seizure of that city
which would force the Sultan to leave.
There are plenty of Turks who openly
denounce the Sultan as a Russian Gigour,
and although there is no reason to appre-
hend an outbresk, one cannot help feeling
that each day of quiet is more than we
could expect. There are fiery bigots here
who believe and publicly declare that the
holy standard ought to be brought out;
that the Sultan should give all Islam a
chance of getting to heaven by a short
cut, with the alternative of hell in case of
disvbedience to thesummons of the Ithad
(holy war). These men are the only really
hopeful men one sees. Their only hope 1s
that after peace with Russia they will be
able to throw overboard all Eurcpean in-
ventions and return to the Koran pure
and simple as the rule of government.
In fact, their hope is to wage successful
war against the nineteenth centary.—

The Future of the Phenograph.

A highiy interesting article on the pho-
nograph, written by Mr. Edison, the in-
ventor of this latest mechanical marvel,
is published in the Noith American Re-
view. Of the future of the phonograph
its inventor confesses himself unable to
speak positively, because its application
cannot be defined like that of an instru-
ment intended to fulfill specific purposes,
like a clock, a sewing machine or a reaper.
The range of application of the phono-
graph seems unlimited, becanse the me-
chanical difficulties to be overcome are
reduced to a minimum by the simplicity
of its mechanism, and it 1s not dependent
on the operaticn of forces other than
purely mechanical.  Yei Mr. Edison has
sketched for us a description of the uses
to which the phonograph ean be put im-
mediately and without any further impor-
tant development of its powers. Basing
his siatements on the fact that the phono-
graph captivates fugitive sounds and im-
prisons them for unlimited reproduction,
independent of their soureg of origin, he
declares that {he instrument can be used
for leiter phoautographic writing, by
which the recorded sounds can be trans-
mitted through the mails and reproduced
as often as desired at distant places. It
is, as it were, a mechanical letter reader
operated by elockwork. The receiver of
the letter sits at his desk and the instru-
ment reads his correspondence for him as
clearly and much more accurately perhaps
than a clerk conld do it.  In like manner
phenographie books ean be prepared and
the instrument can read these aloud in a
public hall or school room for the benefit
of large audiences. Music can be repeated
in the same manner, and the cries, calls,
&e., used for business advertising, uttered
in sonorous tones by a tireless, lungless
piece of machinery. The surprising ac:
curacy of the record of sounds is proved
by their reproduction. It is in these pgo-
cesses that the marvelous simplicity of
the phonograph strikes the observer and
hearer. The childhood of the futuze will
be amused in a manncr that can be at
once éntertaining and instractive, for
speaking toys will become as common as
the squeaking dolls and dogs of to-day.
In combination with the perfected tele-

phone the phonograph pr to revolu-
tionize the present system of telegraphy.

It will be no longer necessary to write
messages for a telegraph operator te read
and transwit. They can bg spoken and
heard only by the sender and receiver,
who are interested. As the steam engine
and the telegraph have been the great
engines of this century one of those of
the next will undoubtedly be phonograph.

{ and the pound are found in every coun-
| try, and have cvidently been denived di-
| reetly from the Romans But they can
{claim a far higker antiquity, for Mr.
| Chishohn teaces their origin to the Baby-
! lenizns, or Chaldweaps, who, as units of
! length, uscd both the enbit and the foot.
| These were subsequently adopted by the
| Ezvptians, who mtroduced considerable
| variety, so that there is no confusion be-
tween the diffierent kinds of cubit and
| foot. Tl.u uatural enbit, of about elgh—
| teen inches, and the foot, which was two-
{ thirds of this length, were transferred to
Greece, and, the cubic having fallen into
disuse, the foot became the ordmary stand-
ard of the Romans. At the same time
de cabit, which was equivalent
| to three feet, would appear to have sur-
| vived in ike form of the ell of medieval
| Europe, and in that of our own yard. As
all these measures were originally derived
| from the proportions of the human body,
| some eaution is necessary in referring
i their origin o remote antiguity rather
i than directly to the length of the forearm
or of the foot. It must be admitted,
| however, ihat the coincidence of length
t amonyg the civilized nations is very strik-
(ing.  The derivation of the pound weight
!is more eomplicated.  The earlier Tower
: pound appears to have been of Roman
{ origin, beiny presnmably identical with
| the Greek-Asiatic mina, while the hun-
i dred weight corresponded to the talent,
| or weight of a cubic foot of water. Sub-
| sequently ihe Troy pound was sabstituted,
and, for eommercial transactions, the
| pound avoirdupois, from the old Frenck
i pound of sixteen ounces. It is evident,
| however, that our weights and measures
jin the dark ages were in an unsettled
| state, and subject to arbitrary alterations
| at the will of the monarch. —Review.
