Tue Prague 1N T8E Easy—According
to the litest aceounts the plague is still
spreading in Mesopotamia in a vety alarming

Some
foebls and imperfect attempts bave bees made
10 close all cummupication with the infected
district, but from the results it is cvideat
that these efforts sre of little use. Tt is,
however, noticeable that the discass advaneces
very slowly ia comparison with its rate of
progression two or three centuries ago. Itis
now more than three months since it first
made ita appesarance, yet it has only just
found its way to Kourdestan in the north,
and Maseat in the south. In the thirteenth
contury the plagne traversed all Ttaly and
Germauny in little more than three months,
snd in that space of time devastuted Eog-
land. It is generslly agreed by those modi-
cal men whu have examined the subject that
the virulence of the plague has much abated,
srd this potwithstanding the fact that it is
even now not all understood, and that no
effuctive remedy for it bhas been disce

An Infamous Affair.

The republican party has reason for

It was sent
from the Wes'ern Union building, in
this eity, addressed to “ Favo,” in
London, subscribed “ Pbiadelphia,”
with this direction : * Cable this im
mediately to chairman House judicia
ry committee, Washington.” What
fullowed was an exact draft of the
London telegram received by Mr.
Kuott. This is une of the basest fab
rications ever perpetrated, and it will
cover with incffaceable infamy every
mwan who was a party to it or an ac¢
complice in it. Its detection and ex
posure are due to Mr. Hewitt, whose
iniimate knowledge of the telegraph
business, from his having been the
president of one of the cable evm-
panics, enabled him to direct the in
vestigation with the requivite skill for
uncovering this scandaious fraud. We
trust that its skalking aathors and ali
their accomplices may be detected
and pui in the pillory of pubhe con«
tempt

It is clearly the work of Mr. Blaine’s
friends, and 1here is a strong presump
tion that it was done with ms knowl.
edge. The 1act that he knew all
about it before Mr. Knott, to whom it
was addressed and the two or three
gentlemen to whom he had mention-
ed it disclosed its existence, is a strong
circomsiance against Mr. Blaine. Hus
acquaintance with the transaction was
so minute that he surprised and almost
confounded Mr. Knou, by telling in
the House the substance of its contents
aud the very hour when it bhad been
received. Mr. B aine’s other attempis
to tamper with witnesses and 1o man
ufacture or suppiess evidene», seem
small matters in comparison with this.
Even his method of procuring his let
ters from Muliigan is less disgraceful.
This extraordinary and asiounding
transaction justifies the suspicion that
the Mulligan letters were not read by
Mr, Blaine as they were written, and
that he gabled them to deceive the
Hous<e and the country.
