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| JAPANESE ARTISTS AT WORKE.

! The Bexierity which l:lC Practice ‘Gives
]

Them In Using the Brash.

The Japanese have a great advantges
over European nations in being obliged
from iufancy to learn the use of a brash.
Their alphabet is in fact a series of exer-
cises in free hand drawing.  Not only is
it e d of an i number of
complicated devices, but thousands of
f:hancten borrowed from the Chinese are
in daily us>. A boy who can write a
letter haa already unconsciously acquired
the precision of touch of a trained Euro!
pesnartist.  In writing the paper is laid
in the left hand, instead of a desk, as is
also the custom with the Arabs. Facility
of motion is thus acquired alike, for
shoulder, elbow and wrist. Then, too
the paper is of a peculiar quality, which
at once absorbs the ink, and it requires
great precision of touch to preduce an
even outline. This early training and
practice accounts for the marvelous dex-
terity with which they use the brush.

A flower painter next made his bow
and knelt down. He, too, began with a
few dots to guide him in the disposal of
his masses. Taking a large brush full of
green pigment, he made one leaf with
each sweep, varying the shades in the dif-
ferent leaves, but each leaf being of an
even color. With another brush he form-
ed a peony flower, shading it by merely
putting a little water on quickly before
the red was absorbed. The colors of his
palette were indigo gamboge, ecrimson
lake and red earth. The Japanese at-
tach much importance to the art ot com-
position, and always carefully arrange
m their mind’s eye before beginning any
design exactly how they will produce it
without unifermity.  One of the fair sex
next tried her skill. She was flower
pamter to the Empress, and chose as her
subject a simple little plant resembling
our winter aconite. It was represented
as if done up for sale, with the root and
a piece of paper round it. The fourth
competitor took one of his bread, flat,
brushes, dipped it in water and squeezed
it nearly dry. He then made it take the
form of a creseent, and dipped the mid-
die part in a dark solution of India ink,
leaving the outside of a lighter shade.
A few hairs were separated at one side
and dipped in the darkest shade Bya
dextereous movewment the artist produced
at a stroke the shaded body of a duc! and
an outline. Afterward he added the
neck, head, feet and tail feathers, and a

flying duck was the resuit.

Another expert used his brush in asim-
ilar manner, producing a train of rats and
a back-ground. The bodies of the rats
were left out, as in the case of the hen;
but there was no donbt what animals they
were intended for, though the delineation
was done in this apparently haphazard
manner. It is wonderful how the Japan-
cse can make their animals live and move.
Their birds really peck, or stand, or strike
their prey. The fisher swim and wag
their tails. The nsects creep, or eat, or
sun themselves There is no mistaking
what they are intended to be doing.—Sat-
wrday Review.

The Mutilated and Gory Remalns(? of
One of ihe Peadicion Stage Rrobbers
Forwarded to This City for kicuiifica-
tion---A Heax that ** Took In" the Cute
Ones of the City,

On yesterday afterncon’s overiand stage
the Wells, Fargo & Co, officials, in this city,
received a large, suspicious locking box,
forwarded from the Pendleton office, and be
lieved to be shipped by the Pendleton agent,
Livermore, and devisfn agent, Barger.
Upon opening the box, Mr. Whitman was
horrified to find the gory remains of a ma-
tilated human being; but upon further in-
vestigation, the same proved to be are-
markably well gotten up *‘dammy,” with
pistol clasped in its miniature haeds, and
labled, “One of the late Pendleton stage
robbers; sent to Walla Walla for identi-
fication.” Whitman at once determined to
bave some fun, and after arranging the box
in an obscure corner of the office, quietly set

the record of travelers in the Dark Couti-
nent gives rather a picturcsque glimpse
than a complete and satisfying descrip-
tion. The most striking account of this
personage is certainly that given by M.
Linant, 3 Lieutenant of Gordon Pacha,
by whom he was sent to that Prince’s cap-
ital, on the shores of Lake Victoria. The
following is a summary of what he wrote:
Mtesa’s chair used to be placed on & leo-
pard's skin in the hall of audience, so that
the hind claws served as a kind of foot-
stool, while the tail stretched along the
floor in front of him. A number of
charms and a large tusk were piled up in
3 heap beside him and his Grand Vizler
and other courtiers were constantly em-
ployed in “‘smoothing down the creases in
his trousers”—a urique and perhaps the
strangest mode of expressing complete scr-
vility ever devised by a barbarous despot.
Another traveler, Colonel Long of the
Khedivial army, brought back such a_fa-
vorable description of Mtesa, although he
only saw him cnce, that Ismall wished to
send him a magnificent carriage, which
General Gordon, with his usual good
sense, intsroepied en route. The fate
Khedive also sent two sheikhs to convert
Mtesa to Mohammedanism; but they
not seem to have had much success, as he
was strongly opposed to the docirines, or
more probably to the policy, of Islam.
He described himself in a letter to Gor-
don Pasha as “‘the son of Suna, King of
Unganda,” and he also said that he
““wanted to be good friends with the Eng-
lish.”

After this letter, introducing himself
as it were, he showed every desire to
keep on amicable terms with Egypt, and
those travelers and missionarics who
reached his state were generally well
treated by him.  His latter correspond-
ence consisted vrincipally of reguests for
the articles of Europe which had either
canght his fancy or ecemed more suitable
to his wants. A looking-glass, gold ard
silver lace, 2 stamp with his name cn it,
and some gold and silver coins, such as
sovereigns, Napoleons, and dollars, he
asked for repeatedly and generally man-
aged to obrain. He even sent some of
his watches he had received as presents
to Europe to be mended and showed in
many other little ways his desire to learn
more cof the great world he had heard of
in regions milder than his torrid kingdom
round iakes Albert and Victoria and to
establish sume friendly relations with the
Europeans who had reached his territory
in their search for the sources of the Nile.
One incident in econnection with his gov-
ernment has been preserved, and as it
throws some light on the mode of waging
war in that part of Africa, it may be

Reminiscence of A Famous Market.

The demolition of the famous Washing-
ton market in New York has begun. It
will be replaced by a new and handsome
structure. The World indulges in some
reminiscence of the old market, which
was one of the landmarks of the metropo-
lis, among them the following:

In 1820 the Agricultural Society offered
prizes for the best butter exposed for sale
in this market, and, finding the plan
worked well, continued it for years, but
there were then, as now, countrymen who
s0 long as they disposed of their goods,
did not care in what shape, only they at
that time ran more of a risk, as a weigh-
master presided over the market.

Railroad Progress in the Palouse Country.

On last Monday, says the Jidette, the
track was laid within one mile of die pomnt
where the sew road strikes tre old Texax
Ferry grade. At this tim2 they are proba-
bly thiree or four miles tlus side of Willow
creek. and will reach Endicott in less than
three weeks from this date. It will take
aboat twenty-five days to push the track
from Eadicott to Colfax. Fiftcen more men
came in yesterday. There are about 200
teams, 275 white men, and 100 Chinamen
all told at work on the grade within three
miles of Coliax; in addition to this, about
thirty men are employed in the engincer de-
partment. The summit cut is about 349
feet above the level of Colfax.

The Public says: *“The July report of
the national Millers Association just is-
sued states that the shortsge in wheat
indicated by the May report was 93,000,-
000 bushels, compared with the crop of
1882, as estimated by the United States
agricultural department, Lut the present
outlook indicates a shortage of less than
11,000,000 bushels.” The facts are that
the Millers Association estimated a defic-
1eney of 107,000,600 bushels for such por-
tious of the country as last year produced
92 per cent. of the crop.  Present indica-
tions from Europe, do not warrant the
cxpectativn that the exports of wheat will
be as large as they were last year, and in
that case, as weshowed last weck, the
surplus for another year is likely to be
63,000,000 bushels. Nothing can be
clearer than that the price of wheat must
decline, if the estimates warranted by
present information are justified by the
haryest. This country will not carry
over as much as 50,000,000 bushels with-
out a decline much below $1.15 per
bushe! at New York.
