THE OHIO ELECTION.

Columbus, Oct. 13.—The Ohio res
turns, and the opinions of both par-
ties, indicate that Hayes is elected
by about three thousand. The House

taros to decide the election for Gov-
erpor.  Independent republicans
from Hamilton county have the bal
snce of powgr in the Legislatare.

Cincinnati, Oct. 13.—Full returns
from Hamilton conoty show Pend-
leton’s majority to be 676. The fus-
on ticket elects two democrats and
two republican Senators, and five res
publican and five demooratioc members
of the House, with three republican
and three democratic county officers,
by a majority of 2,000 to 2,500.

PENNSYLVANIA ELECTION.

Philadelpbia, Oct. 13.—The State
Benate stands, .republicans 18, demo
orsts 15; House, republicans 63,
demoerats 37. The city journals
have no data to indicate the majority
in the State, but all the papers but
<one concede Geary's election by 5,000
to 10,000 majority.

The evening Bulletio has a Harris
burg dispatch that says leading State
officials claim the election of Geary
by at least 4,000. The Demooratic
State Central Committee concedes
Packer's defeat.

GEN. BELENAP APFOINTED SECRE-
TARY OF WAR.

‘Washington, Oct. 13.—The Presi-
dent has appointed Major General
William Belkoap, of Keokuk, Towa,
Beoretary of War. General Beliknap
served in the army from the first to
the last day of the late war, and
commanded one of the divisions of
the fifteenth army corps in Sherman’s
last two campaigns with great credit
to himaelf, and thecotire satisfaction
of bis superiors. He has been tele-
grapbed and will arrive here in a few
days, when General Sherman will
formally resign the position of Sees
retary of War, and General Belknap
will enter on the duties of the office.

TENNESSEE LEGISLATURE.
