The Country’s Proaperilty.

The prosperity of Amer ca is the won-
der of Evrope. The immigration to our
shores this year will far surpass that of
any previous governments, esp ially Ger-
many, tostop the rush of their citizens to
this country are ineffectua!. The exodus
goeson, and this country will have up-
wai s of one per cent. added to its totel
population this year by immigration alone.

west.  Vast regions of undeveloped coun-
try await the plow. All through the
country life and activ.ty prevail in every
branch of business, and the producers are
profitably busy. A fine showing for the
eredit of the country was inadvertently
made at the Socialist Congress in session
in Earope, by the American delegate,
who gave a desponding account of the
condition of Socislism in America. He
said “ the number of Socialist newspapers
there had been reduced by one-half since
1577, and that the better times had caus-
ed a thinning of their ranks;” in short,
he said substantially the same report that
was made before s Communist on Awmer-
ica, when asked about the condition of
the workmen of America: “‘It is very
bad,” said he, “they are so damnably

thrifty.

In addition to this, the balance of trade
continues healthy. We shall draw from
Eerope another hundred millions the
current year, to pay for the excoss of
merchandise bought of us, more than we
buy. The crops of the country are less
than last year, which is a misfortune, as
the price of buying will be just so much
higher to the laborer here as well as
across the water. So we shall send less
food abroad, and not get as much for it as
for the larger quantity we sent last year.
The money question will be settled ina
few years by Awv-erica, whep we shall have
pretty much all the surplus gold in the
world. And, in the meantime, the dear
er food in Europe, combined with the
scantier supply, will drive more and more
skilled artisians to our sharcs. All we
have to do is to hold the conditins as
they are, or modify them wm our own
favor, by judicious legslation in favor of
the shipping trade, and then we may hold
our grip 2nd quietly await the ccwing of
the milleniuem.
