A
set of solitaire earrings is valued at $300, and
alongside nre a watch and chain worth $1,000
It would be difficult ta describe the various
trinkets and other articles offered for sale, the
value of the whole of which is estimated at
close on $30,000 in gold."

It bappened, soon after these goods had
reached the haods of the New York broker, that
the public became aware of the source from
which tbhey originated, and in a little while Mrs.
Lincoln’s correspondeuce with the broker in res
lation to them was produced. In this corres.

It locks, too,
as if some keen democratic politician was bes
bind it, who desired to enlist the sympathies of
Mrs. Lincola’s friends in favor of the democrat-
ic party because of her compiaints of the ingrat-
itude of the]republica And this view of th
case is Btill more disreputable to her—for if she
bas allowéd herself to be used in this manoper,
it would'icdicate at once that she does not ap-
preciate the motive of the people which decided
that charity and oblivion sbould forever cover
up the private and domestic matters of Mrs.

Tue Cror.—The crop report of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture for the mouths of Au
aod Septembier is just iss The reports
August give the gencral av 3 fur the s
ral States from approximate estimates of corres-
pondents, compared with those of 1866, to-
gether with the current condition of the grow,
ing crops. While the September tables pertain
chiefly to the state of the full crops, the August
returng show & uniform reduction in the gene-
ral averaze of wheat ns compared with the July
fignres, and the September estimates of wheat
harvested 8 compared with the crops of 1866,
Crops figures are somewhat lower in & number
of States, attributable to a considerable extent
to the bad weather for harvesting, and to the
fact that in some sections tbe graig is fourd to
be shriveled, and threshed out jess tothe acre
than was anticipated. The leading wheat
growing States report the followinyg perc
of increase at the close of harvesi: Ohi
Indiana, 50; Michigan, 33; Wiscon
nesota, [llinais, 11; Towa, 2
Kentucky, 34; West Virginia, ¢9; Virgini
Tennessce, 40, Georgia, 80; Arkansas,
York, 14; and Penosylvania, 70. Ounly Kansas
and Texas show a falling off from last year,
when the crops in those States were very large.

thing is consumed in the high charges for
shipment. Teamsters who haul grain from
this point to Wallula, at a cost of $8 per
ton, iuform us that at this figure they ean
scarcely wake expenses, and yet a tariff of
88 per ton when Jevied on grain amounits
almost to prohibition. A railroad would
obviate all this, and enable our producers to
reach navigation with their more bulky ar-
ticles at a cost not 10 exeeed $2 50 per ton.
The sum thus saved in transportation would
be tfat much gained to the farmer, and
would be the means of stimulating the pro-
ductive resources of our Valley to the ut-
most. To build a railroad that will give us
access to the River need not involve a large
outlay. Throuzhout the whole distance, not
to exceed thirty miles, there is a natural
grade, thus obvialing one great item of ex-
pense thut usually attends the building of
railroads. Not more ithan from five to six
bridzes would have to be built, and these in
ro instance to exceed two hundred feet span,
ludeed, there are no engineering difficulties
to overcome, and the whole expense of the
work will be the cost of the iron, the ties,
and the labor of putting down the rails.
The cnbanced price of produce in this Valley
for a single season would pay the whole cost
of construction, acnd lrave a surplus, A
railroad over this route, would not only furs
nish ficilities for the shipment of our pro-
duee abroud, but it wou!d also make Walla
Walla the point of traoshipment for the
trade  with the mining districts. Boise
teamsters instead of wending their Wway to
Umatilla, would come here for their sup-
plies, aud at once we should build up an exs
interior trade that would make
Walla Walla the great commereial point of
the Nortbern country. If a company were
organized bere to build the road, the stock
could readily be disposed of in the Eastern
warkets, aud the necessary means secared
with scarce an effort. All that is required
is.fur one or two men of mesns and charac.
ter to take hold of the project and organize
a cowpany. - The whole cost of the work,
exclusive of stocking the road, need not ex»
cecd 8500,000, and this sum could be raised
in the Valley. But this is not pecessary.
At the East there is any amount of capital
constantly eeeking investment, and all that
the monied men of New York or Boston re-
quire is to have the project laid before them.
Facts aod figures will show that the invest-
ment cannot fail to pay from 10 to 15 per
cont., and with this inducement beld out the
stok would be taken with avidity.

sod in that case there 15 no sufficient reason
fGr suppusing  the grave offense spoken of
by the Statesman 1s cbargeable to *any
uificiul eonoceted with theiostitution,” There
are, o doubt, two sides to this question.
There may have been fuilures on the part of
coutracturs fur want ol experience; there
way have been® intestioval vegleet, but we
thivk not. There way be insufficiency in
the plan and arrange:uents of the ivstitution,
to carry out the dewired results, which ought
to be looked to and remedied, and it may be
that the Territory las failed to meet its
enygagements with the eontractors in such
a wanneras 1o enuble thewm to do it.  But
itis the duty ot the Governor under the
law to appoint three Cummissionors, whose
busivess it1s o muke quarterly examina-
tivts lute the evodition of the institution.
This we understaud hus been doney and the

uaiterly cxawinations dave been made, ex.
cept perhaps in a single instance, ou account
ol tiv: reawoval of Mr. Burbaok, one of the
late Commissicuers, trom the Territory, and
sume disability we do mut now recollect what,
vecurring to another.  Batother Commissions
ers have been appuivted, aud we trust they
wiil do their duty and through them, that
the public way be honestly advised of the
fucts in the case, and the contractors acquit-
ted or condemned as the fucts may warraot.
We are at liberty 10 add, on the authority
o persous conversunt with the fucts that
the Commissioners have uniformly found
the geucral management and condition of]
the Asylum to their entire satisfaction.—
Vancouver Register.

A NEWsPAPER BPECULATION.—A circu-
lar announces that the publication of the
Heleva Herald has been suspended. The
proprietor states that in less than & year he
has expended $22,000 on the paper, and
even after this liberal outlay, despairing of
making it pay, he deems it best to suspend
publication. The Herald was the leading
radical puper in the Territory, and its demise

wouid seem to indicate that the people of
Montana are not partial to that kiod of lit-
erature.
