Distribution of Wheat.

Tle best authority in all England on
the wheat crop and its probable distribu-
tion, says the Poston .l'.,.d, Mr. Jal}:cs
Caird, has recently written communica-
tion to the London Timee, in W.hl'_']'l he
Las given to the general public his views
on the subject. His conclusion is, after
woing over the entire ground, that “if the
war in Turkey continues, the vast re-
sources of the United States and Canada
will be severely taxed to make good the
wants of Great Britain and Western Eu-
The war has certainly continued
he remain-
It is there-
fore of the first interest to this country
to understand what amount of wheat is
likely to be required of it abroad u'nd
what amount it can supply. Western En-
rope, with the exception of a portion of
Spain, will have to buy wheat .nstead of
having it to sell.  So that we may on be-
ing summoned to supply in general as
much to other countriesthan Great Britian
as we have usually done. Eleven million
quarters, or eighty-eight million buspgls,
is what Mr. Caird estimates Great Britian
will require in addition to what she raises
on her own soil. For the last four years
she has taken from the United States and
Canada 54 per cent. of her total foreign
supply; from Russia, 19 per cent. ; from
Turkey and Roumamnia, 3 per -eent. sand
from other countries, 24 per cent. At
the same rate, Ameriea would this year
be eall.d on for 47,520,000 bushels.

In round figares America wi'l be called
on for fifty rmllion bushels and the Black
Sea countries for twenty millions. But
the deficit of the latter is estimated to be
one half, which would impose on us the
necessity of supplying sixty million bush-
els. For the past six years, the averaze
wheat exports of this country has been
nearly 64,600,060 I-us]n-ls._ At L‘_higng’;
the entire wheat crop for this year is esti-
mated to be 325,000,000 bushels, against
an averaze of 277,742,125 for the past
S years. But it is expected by competent
authority that the demand of Great Brit-
ain on America wiil be more than 83.000,-
000.  Sowe authorities put it as high as
96,000,000 bushels, or 12,000,000 quarters
instead of 11,000,600 as given before.
That was what Great Britam really im-
ported last year. The falling off in the
Black Sea countries may as likely as not
be more than the estimated one-half, while
there may likewise be deficit in other
countries than these contiguous to the

a still larger demand, withont counting
in Great Britain. It is not probable that
we shall produce much, if any, over 3CJ,-
000,000 bushels of wheat in the United
States this year, while it is altogether
probable that our domestic eonsnmption
of it wiil be much increased. For the past
eight years it has averaged 213,000,000
bushels.  The surplus is as certain as can
be to be taken by Great Britain, whatever
Canada may additionally supply, which in
no case can exceed 3,000 000 bushels.
IHere is a broad hasis for legitimate trade,
and we shall certainly have it.

A correspondenggivegs the following ae-
count of Russian operations, derived from
a Russian official just returned from Ple-
vua : No convoy has entered Plevna since
Gen. Genrke took command of the cay-
alry.  The investment is now complete.
Imperial guards as they arrived, took up
positions on the Russian left, thus gradu-
ally prolonged the line of investment
across the Lovatz road to Sofia road. The
investment by the infantry extends from
the Roumanian positions northwest of
Plevna to the Sofia road on the the west.
The circle is completad bys€ien. Gourko's
cavalry, which can cut off all supplies, but
the Rusa‘ans are every day recciving re-
inforcements, and there is every appear-
ance that they intend to surround Plevra
by a series of works, as the Germans did
Paris. The Russians will soon have troops
enough to complete the infantry invest-
ment.  The correspondent thinks that
there is every reason to believe Plevna is
not victnalled sufiiciently to stand a s
until spring, and that appearances are
that Osman Pasha will attempt, probably
unsuceessfully, to fight his way out. The
correspondent eoncludes: ““I must say
now the ¢uestion of a second cumpaizm is
resolutely faced, and the prospect looks
more hopeful for the Russians than at any
time since Gen. Kruder's defeat.

TERRITORIAL PRIsoNERs. —A proposi-

tion has been submitted to the legislature
of Washington territory by Mr. William

Billings, sheriff of Thurston county, in

which he offers to take ané keep the crim-

inals of the territory during the next six
vears. He proposes to ereet a suitable

prison at or near Olympia, and will put
all the prisoners at work, Under the pres-
ent management there i na organ
system of prison industry, and the con-
victs are idle the greater part of the time.
At the end of six years he would turn the
establishment over to the territory at a
fair valuation for the property, should the
legislature see fit to purchase it. He claims
that at the terminatien of this period the
prisoners would be almost self-supporting,
and thereafter could be carried on with-
out much cost to the territory. During
the term of his contract he would require
the territory to pay him seventy-five cents
a day for keeping each prisoner. At pres-
ent most of " them are confined in county
jails, and the territory pays eighty-five
vents a day for keeking them. Wilham
Billings undertakes to show that accept-
Ance of His plan would save the territory
$12,000 in six years on the present num-
ber of criminals, and that it is reasonable
to suppose the number will be much in-
creased, owing to the rapid growth of the
population of the territory.—Oregonian.

Macai~e Pourticians.—TuE San Fran-
cisco Ecaminer realizes ihat the radical
party does not monopolize all the rascality
m the country, and is free to admit that
the democrats have their full share of
machine politicians. The truth is that the
democratic party has, just as well as the
radical, its machine and ifs‘engineers, a
large, well disciplined and formidable or-
ganization of officé-holders and office-
ers.

and Fola of Western Oregon.  The meeiing
was a complete success in the direction for
which it was comvened. Perfect union pre-
vailed, and nota desenting voice or vote was
manifested through the entire meeiing.

A conforence was completely organized;,
comprising all of the state of Oregon and
Washington ternitory. W hcn_ this
tirst started their mission in this field three
years and a half ago, there was s parfially
organized church near this city of only
cighteen members. Now they have five or-
aanized churches and about three hundred
converts to their faith. They have no sets
tled ministers over their churches, but their
organization is such that their churches
keep up regular metingsand seem to prosper
well. Up to the time of the meeting Elder
Van Homn was the only minister in this mis-
sion, and but one licentitate ; now they have
two ordained ministers, and five licentiates.

A Tract and Missionary Society was or-
ganized in connection with the conference
by which every member is furnished with
publications at reduceid rates, to hand out to
their friends and neighbors. A fand for the
purpose of paying for these publications was
started, and $220, was pledged owit in this
place to be paid between this and the first of
January next.
