FEAUDULENT NATURALIZATION.

Auong the pressing 2ad importang
subjects to which, in my opinion, the
attention of Congress should be di-
rected, are those reiating to fraudulent
vaturalization and expatriation. The
United States, with great liberality,
otffers s citizenship to all who, in
good faith, comply with the require-
menis of law. These requirements
are as simple, and upon as favorable-
terms to the emigrants, as the high
privilege to which he is admitted can
or should permit. And I do not pro-
pose any additional requirements to
those which the law now demands.
But the very simplicity and want of
necessary formality in our law, have
made fraudulent paturalization not
infrup:cu(, to the discredit and injlll’!
of all honest citizens who are nativa
or naturalized.  Cases of this char-
acter are coutinually brought to the
notice of government by our repre-
sentatives abroad, and also those of
persons resident in foreign countries.
Most frequently these, if they had re-
ally remuined in this country long
enouzh to entitle them to become
naturalized, had generally not over
passed that period, and have returned
to the country of their origin, where
they reside, avoiding all daties to the
United States by their absence, and
elaiming 1o be exempt from ail duties
to the country of their nativity and of
their residence by reason of their al-
leged nataralization. It is due to
this government itself, and to a greag
mass of naturalized citizens who have
entirely, both in name and act,become
citizens of the United States, that the
hizh privileze of citizenship of the
Uuited States should not be beld by
frand, or in viclation of the laws, and
of the good name of the honest citizen.
In many cases it has been brought to
the knowledge of the government
that certificates of naturalization are
had, aud protection or interference
claimed by parties who admit, not
only whers they not citizens of the
United States at the time of their pre.
tended naturalization, but that they
never resided in the Uuited States. In
others, the certificate and record of the
court show on their face that the
person claiming to be natiralized had
not resided the réjaired time in the
Unuited States. In others, it is admit-
ted upon examination, that the re.
quirments of the law bad not been
compliel with. In some cases even
such certificates have been made
mtters of purchase. These are not
solitary case-, arising at rare intervals
but of common occurrence, and which
are reporied from all quarters of the
olobe. Such oecurrences cannot and
do not fail to reflect tpon the govern-
went and injure all honest citizens,

Such a fraud being discovered, how-
ever, there is no practica’ means with.
in the control of the government by
which the record of nataralization can
be vacated, and should the eertificate
be taken up as it usually is by the di-
plomatic and con-ular representatives
of the government to whom it may
bave beer presented. there ia nothing
t0 prevent the person claiming to bave
been naturalized, from obtaining a new
certi‘icate in the place of that which
had been taken from bim.

The evil has become so great and
of snch freauent occurrence, that I can-
not wostrongly recommend that some
effective measures be adopted to pro-
vide a proper remedy and that means
be provided for vacaling any ree
thus frandulently made, and punish-
ing the guilty parties to the transac-
tion. :
