Timmediately commenced o scarch and made in-
quiry, but eould get no clue to his whereabauts,
Bince receiving the wanant issued by the
Court, upon an indictment found by the Grand
Jury, I have used my best endeavors to learn of
Tis whereabouts, Several times I have met with
persons who have seen him in divers places, trav-
eling, but never until Saturday, 25th of Moy,
did T obtain any relisble information. 1 then
consulted with deputy Hodgis, wha said he could
get assistance at Coppei, and [ instructed him 1o
arcest him if o possible thing. Ie did so, and
brought him to town an Sunday morning. Up-
on being informed by Mr. Hodgis that he had
him in custody, [ told him that we had better
lock him up at once. r. Hodgis toid me that
Bunten was willing to give bail in any som. I
questioned the the right to Bbail hiny, but told him
1 would immediately consult Judge Wyche and
follow his inetrustions. 1did so. Judge Wyche
told me that he thought that owing 1o the utter
insecurity of the counly jail it wauld be better 1o
put kim in the charge of o keeper, and that he
wauld laok into the facts of the ease and ‘mform
me on the next day, and if it coukl be made o
bailable case it would be better that imprison-
ing. [Since that time Judge Whyche has tald
me that be could have beld him to bail] Me
Heodgis acd T then cansulted and concluded that
the safest plan was to appoint some man to stay
with Bunton, and arradgements were made with
Mr. J. ©. Putnat, one of the signers of the
above, 1o keep bim in chargs until Monday, Mr-
Hedgis then left for home, haviog been up ali the
previous dight.
