Afecting Scene at an old By lalley Trial
The following affecting scene recently occurred

atthe O1d Bailey, London, at & trial for murder,
which Lord Chief Justice Tindale presided :
Georg Hamnond, a partrait painter, was placed
at the bar, to be tried on an indictment found
against him Ly the Graud Jury, for the wilful
murder, with malice aforsthought, of George
Baldwin, a rope-dancer and mountehank. The
prisoner was a man of medium height, and slen-
His oyes were blue anf mild, His
whale 1-¢nnng gove wideme of subdued sadness
h He wos 41 years of
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nge, had & soft sweel voioe, and his appearance
wndd manner bare evidence of his being a man of
distinguished edueation, in spite of the poverty of
his drese.

On being callsd out to plead, the prisoner ad-
mitted that he did kill Baldwin, and he deplored
the act, adding, however, that, on his soul and
conseience, he did not believe himself guiliy.—
“Thereupon o jury was impanneled to try the pri
oner.  The indictment was then read to the
and the net of killing being admitted, the jur
rested their eaee, ond the prisoner was called upon
for hie defense,

The prisoner then nddressed himsell to the
Court and Jury : * My lord,” snid he, *my justi-
Hinatinn. e to be found i a recital of the faete—
Three years ago I lost a danghtey, then four years
af age, the sele memorial of a beloved wife, whom
it hod pleased Goil to recall lo himsell 1 lost
hor, but T did not sse her die.  Bho disappenred
—she was stolen from me.  Sho was a charming
child, and bat her I hod nobady in the world to
love me, Gentlemen, what I have suffered can-
not be d:ocrlbulj ou cannot comprehiend
Thnd 1 in and fruitl
everything I possessed —furniture, pictures, even
tomy very clothes, All have been sola. For
three years on foot T had been seeking for my ehild
im all the villages in the three kingdoms, As soon
as by painting portraits I had sueceeded in goining
a little money, I returned to London to commense
my advertisements in the newspapers. At length,
on Friday, the 14th of April last, 1 crossed the
Bmithfield cattle market, In the center of the
market a troupe of mountebanks were performing
their frats,  Among them a child was trning on
ita head supported on o halberd. A ray from the
soul of its mother must hove penetrated my awn,
far me to have recognized my child in that condi
tion. It was my poor child, Her mother would
perhaps have precipitated herself tawards her and
locked herself in her arme, As for me, o vail
passed over my eyes. 1 knew not how it was—1I,
Tabitually gentle, even to weakness, seized him
Ty the throat—1 raised him in the oir, then dashed
him to the earth—then again! he was dead.—
Afterward I repented what I had done, At the
moment 1 regretted I wos able 1o kill but one."

Prisoner.—1 know, my Jord, what will be your
judgment, and that of the jury ; but God has par-
doned me; I feel itin my heart.

'When some compassionate peo-
ple brought me my daughter in prison, she was
no longer my ehild ; she was no longer pure and
angelic as formerly; she was corrupt, body and
soul—her manner, her language, infumous, like
those with whom she had been living, 1 did not
recognize her mysel, Da you comprebend now ?

There is o small tribe of Indians that be-
long to the Umatilla reservation, who have
since Lhe treaty oand the establishment of
the ageney been in the habit of frequently
visiting the Grand Ronde valley for the
purposes of fishing and digging camas.—
Although belonging to the reservation, they

. bave never been removed to it, preferring
te roam at will and subsist themsclves
rather than fall into the hands of the gov-
ernment and come under its jurisdiction.—
Being somewhat refractory, they have been
permitted hitherto to follow their oun in-
clinations, and taking advantege of these
nominal privileges, they have assumed 23 a
right prerogatives to which they are not
entitled. The Grand Konde valley being
their accustomed I:_nni\'ng ground,” they
assume absolute proprietorship over it, de-
nying the right of the government agents
to remove them, repudiating the terms of
the treaty, and forbidding the settlement of
the valley by white men. In pursuance of
ihis determination, they have given formal
warning to the whites nat to trespass upon
their lande, assuring them that if they did
they should make war upon them. Upon
learning of this state of affairs, the agent at
the Umatilla dispatched a messenger to
overtake Lieut. Col. Maury's command,
