George D. Prentice puplishes the following obit-
vary of his son who fell fighting for the rebel
couse, ab the battle of Augusta, Ky., in the Louis-
ville Journal of the 24 October :

William Courtland Frentice died on Monday
last at Augusta, of wounds received in the cons
flict at that place on the preceding Saturday, He
perished in the cause of rebellion.

William Courtland Prentice wos no eommon
young man. He was remarkable in his powers
and in his temperment, A model of manly beas.
ty. he had extraordinary  intellectual energy,
w strong thirst for strange and curious knowledge,
and a deep passion for all Ukt is sublime and
benutiful in poetry and nature. 1le was generous,
manly, high-hearted, and of & courage thatno
maortal peril, come fn what ferm it might, could
dount.  He exulted in locking destruction face to
face fn all its waya, Tle loved wild and danger.
ous silventures for the very dn:\,p;er (] lake. Tis
eagle spirit lived among the mountain erags and
shouted back to the shouts of the storm.  Although
kind, unselfish; and  humane, he was impeluous,
passionate, and he permitted nothing to stand be-
tween him and the execation of his purpese.

This young man, if he had always directed his
cnm—gm mec:ously, could Dove made himsell &
di in any peofession of life,
e might have been an able and honored states-
mian in the serviee of the repulie, But an intense
Bouthern sympathy, in spite of the arguments,
ihe remonstrances, and the entreaties of those
who dearly loved him, mode him an active rebel
against his country.  And, nfter a brief e weok’s
service in the rebel ranks, he fell, soon to breathe
out his fiery life, recciving meanwhile, far away
from his family, the kindly ministrations of thore
ugninst whose cause his strong right arm had been
roised, Ohif he had fallon in his counry’s service,
fallen with his burning eyes fixed in love and de-
votion upon the flag that for more than three-
fourths of o century hns been o star of warship
to his ancestors, his enrly death, though still ter-
rible, might have been borne by a futher’s henrt,
but alogy the refloetion thot he fll in armed
rebellion against  that glorious old bamner,
now the embiem of the greatest and holieah
eause the world every knew, is full of desolation
and almost of despair.

And yet we shall love to think of Coortland
Frentice, that brave and noble though misguided
youth, during the little remnant of ou s, Our
love for him, undimmed hy tears and grief, is and

Government as & great necessity, and may
beand should be asscrted when requisite

for the prescrvation of its life ard being.
A war of rebellion is a fearful snd alarm-
ing veality, and is neither to be run awny
from mor quicted by reciting boarding
school homilies. It demands and should
reccive every clement of power which
slumbers in the bosom of the nation. When
Lord Wellington upon an exigency pro-
elaimed martial on bebwg asked what
it was, replied that it was the discretion of
the cemmanding General.  Military law is
the law for the government of the military
forces of o nation.  Martal law is more
ngurous stéill, wider in its application, and
is defined by Smith, an enrly an eminent
writer, in his "l.n"hs]: Republie” and by
others who have cum]si!cd its best defini-
tipns. . The President has no such power
s o civil magisirate in the ordinary admin-
istrr tion of the Government, but, in n time
of zonspiracy, rebellion and war, as Com-
mander«din-Chicf, when in his judgment the
public safety demands it, ha possesses, and
may anl should exert, if necessary, s
much prwer as the autocrat of all the Rus-
sias, for thc pm—pnw of pycsnnug from de-
trueti fided to him,

Seymour Rn uu: contrary netwithstanding.
It is a power dangerous and liable to
abuse; should always be exercised with
cuution, and only in times of danger ; but
in such a period it is the Government's sal-
wation and rock of defense. The course of
the President in a‘rrcsung opws and thu
of

ses—in suspendi 2 the ha-
beas corpus, and in laying his band upon
the aiders and comiorters, and abettors of
treason and conspiracy, entitles him to the
admiration and thanks of every good eiti-
Fen. Let assasing whet their knives—let
spies and traitors, and pimps, snd inform-
ers scoul, and gibber and whisper dxsenn
tent beewuse the “freedom of specch”™
abridged- -let conspiracy and treason
at their udernateonferences—let p?rTﬁl ans
scheme and elongate and contract their gum
clastie platforms to suit emergencies, and
when all this has been done, the action of
the President in these measures, though
probably not free from mistakes and crrors,
will be npgml’eﬂ by honest men and in the
#ight of Heaven, and will, when rebellion
shall only be remombered for the bload it
has shed and the wrongs it has perpetra-
ted, “stand the test of talents and of time.”
Loyal men find the rale no inconvenivuee.
That the disloyal should condemn it and
hate it, as l.hc}' fear it, is natural; for
No rouge e'er felt the halter draw
With good opinion of the law.

I stand to-day where I stood when Sum-
ter fell, determined to see my country’s
flag vindieated, to sec the supremacy of the
Constitution established and upheld, to see
the sovereign law acknowledged, to see re-
bellion erushed, to act with those, and those
only, who would go all lengths to breal it
down, to zet against all who whe would be
its defenders or apologists, to act with those
who, in pursuing rebellion would stop only
b the eutposts of civilization and Christi-
-mll.ym efforts to destroy it; to employ
every means, moral and material, known
to man, to cut it up and to cutit down in
the most effectual manner, and also at the
carliest moment. I devoted seven of the
best years of my lifo in efforts for the set-
tlement of this accursed question peace-
ably, that it might be taken ont of the po-
litieal field, Nerth and South, and be let
-alone to work out its own peculiar problem,
under the mysterious dispensation of a
guiding and beneficent Providence. Now
that it is wnnecessarily made the pretext
for a wicked and causeless rebelion by the
Southern peoaple, T care not how soon I see
its end, I hold the war power broad enough
to cover the whole question, and T confess,
ina time when our Government is trem-
bling in the balance before the world, I
like to see it exereised, when it is well, nnd
boldly, and thevoughly dene. Lot those
who take up the sword perish by the sword
is my doctrine, and let those who raise a
rebellious army against the Constitution
take just such aid and comfort as martial
law and the war power, in their utmost rig-
of meck out o them, whether it be hemp,
or stecl, or lead, or o confiscation of prap-
erty. T would have proferred practical and
real acts in the premises as oceasion de-
manded, under martial law as such, to the-
ories or paper proclamations, for T hold the
war power abundant and legislation unne-
cossary; but, the President having deter-
mined upon a proclamation, I would bave
preferred to see how it would work in the
lnst fow months of the eld year to the first
day of the new.
