Gen. Ierron's force en route to refnforce General
Blunt, met the enemy yesterday, st Prairie Grove
and wen a deeisive victary over them, ~ The ene:
fuy were 24,000 strong, divided fnto fuur divisions
—under Marmaduke, Frost, Parsogs and Raing
'—all under Gen. Hindman, and supported by 18
picces of ontillery. The ecnemy had flanked
Dlunt's position at Cave Hill, and made a sudden
dash on Herron to prevent him from uniting with
Blunt, Herron's foree conslsted of six regiments
of infantry and twu battallions of cavalry, in all
about 7,000 men, with 24 pieces of artillery. The
battle raged feom 10-a. 3. till dark nnd was des-
perately fought throngout. Our artillery drove
the enemy from two strong positions, and kept
their overwhelming numbers at bay,

The 20th Wisconsin regiment caplured ong
rebel battery of four heavy guns, but were forced
to ahanden it under & murderous fire.

The 10th Towa afterwards took the same bat-
tery, and fought desperately ta retain ity but were
also obliged to yield i, AL 4 o'clock, General
Blunt arrived with 4,000 men and o strong force

Effect of the Bise in Paper,

A paragraph is going the rounds of the
press to the effect the price of the princi-
pal daily journals of New York has been
raised from two to Three cents & copy, ow-
ing to the greatly increasing.cost of their
prmt'ng paper.

The Government tax on newspapers is
gxcessive, It reaches them in four differ
oot ways, The tax on white paper is large
—on ink—on every advertisement—on the

publish at an actual less. The price of

.* white puper has increased within the past

three months to the extraordinury degree
of 36 per cent. [The raise is now nearly
100 per cent.]  These heavy taxes and the
unusual advance in the price of paper, must
work  fatally upon many newspapers.
throughout the country, Certain it is that
none of them enn live in anytl
lealthy condition if they pay their bills,
without advance in price; for it 15 guite
evident that they cannot on the old and no
more than living profits, under the weight
of thete great taxes and advance in the
price of their paper, of ink, and of every |
artiele they buy.

The T?.oekpmrt N. Y., Repullie remarks :

Most of the large d.ul) papers in West-
ern New York have advunced the price of
their issues.  Many of the country journals
have also been publisked st incressed pri-
ces.  The advance is caused mainly by the
advance in printing stock.

Recent developments indicate that the
dangerof foreign intervantion, in our do-
maestic strife, is really greater thanhad béen
supposed, The French Emperor, it ap-
pears, has made Lhe prupoallmu to the Brit-

Canfederacy. 'I.‘Ius the British have wisely
declined to do; but we owe no thanks to
their furl:onrance. for they are none the less
the enemies of our nationality.  They eal-
culate on the exhauslion of the two see-
tions. by a continuance of the civil war,
with the permanent dissolution of the Union
superadded. The French have proven
themselves our enemies, but until lately
they have concealed their purpose by pre-
tending to sympathize with usin our troub-
les.  The employment of the Orleans prin-
ces in our armies created an angry feeling
in the heart of Napoleon. The greatness
of the American Republic, wasa sunninling
bleck in the way of his scheme. His im-
mediate designs on Mexico and Central
Amerien must full to the und if the
Union is preserved. The South hes. de-
signs on Mexico, Itis included in the
Golden Circle. France encourages Spein
to seize important points in the West In-
dies. These are also included in the Gold-
en Cirele. The South has just as'much in-
terest in keeping Mexico and the West In-
dies in the hands of the present holders, as
the North; at least, until the time comes
for her to appropriate them, If, in the
meantime, they fall into the hands of &
powerful Buropean combination, the very
purpase for which the South have dared all
the horrors of civil war is defeated ; for her
intention, from the start, was to seize those
countries, and erect a chulal]c founded on
a distinetion of classes.
