Thousands of persons visit the park
duily, and to them the immeasity ol the
logs used in the constraction of the build-
iog, the pecaliar style of architecture of
the whole, and the fact that all of the ma-
terinl is of massive proportions, yet is
placed together in & n.ost symmetrival
wanner, conveys an idea of the vast re-
sources of the wonderful west which at
once creates surprise ani altracts at-
tention.

Entering the enclosure at the Filly-
seventh street station of the Illinois Cen-
tral suburban line, the visitor crosses a
lagonn over an arched bridge of stone
aad iron and reaches a broad avenue ex
tending throngh to the lake front. The
Boath Dakota building is the first state
stracture to he seen, and passing around
this to the left the huge log sides of the
Washiogton bullding vome into plain
view. The side walls are only about hall
completed, but from them a very good
ides of what the building will be is had.
and itis these sile loys which attract as
much attention as anything else on the
grounds.

A more desirable Jocation for Washing-
ton's part of the immense show wonld be
hari to select.  Standing at the entrance
to the boildiog fucing towards the lake,
the visitor looks across the avenue into
the Michigan building, beyond which
Ohio’s handsome stracture siands. A
short distance to the left and only about
wixty yards distant is the art gallery an-
pex. On the left and adjoiniog the Wash-
ington building is the South Dakota
exhibit, and on the other side is the
roomy and attractive strocture of which
the Oregon people have reason to feel
proud, Inthe rearis a wide lagoon or
arm of Lake Michigan, in which pleasure
‘boats, propellers and other small craft
float st anchor.

When the material for the Washington
building mrrived at the grounds, and be-
fore it had been unloaded, the peple,
who were unaccustomed to such logs and
timbers, kept the men busy answering
questions.  After the foundation had
been laid apd the structure began to as-
sume shape, 50 many people crowded
the place that the contractors were com-
pelled to request that & special officer be
stationed there and prevent visitors from
getting in the way of the workmen. In
spite of this precaution the thousands of
eastern people who had heard, but did
oot believe, the stories of the timber
growth on the Parific coast, shewed their
interest by making the officer's duty bur-
densowe by asking bim all manner of
questions.

There is no other building in the park
which is nearly so substantial in appear-
ance us this, and when compured with
the structures of other older states the
people seem  surprised that the youny
state of the extreme Pacitic northwest
could make so favorable a display.
Mesars. Rivby & Evans, who have the
contract for the construction of the build-
ing, are pushing the work as rapidly as
ponsible, and the twenty-five men under
their employ work ten hours per day for
seven days in the week, in order to have
the work completed in time for the plac-
ing of the exhibit.
