wi th the completion of the plant at Ellensburg. Abel snid it was one of the most

unusual WPA projects to operate in this state because the city expenditures for

equipment, materials and SUpervision were more than three times the l'lPA expendi tures

for labor.

WPA invested $40,435 in the plant and Ellensbur,-; $127,983. Another WPA project,

call1ng for iji16,869 Federal and $5,961 from the city, started last month for the

construction of sewer lines to lead into the plant for the area bounded by Seventh

Street, Pacific Avenue, &tilroad Avenue and south c1 ty 11mits.

The new plant bas a daily capacity of eight million gallons, empties into the

formerly polluted 'tilson creek uhich in turn discharges the now purified sewage into

the Yakima river. Included in the equipment constructecl by ~lPA are two clarifiers,

105 feet in diameter; t,ro digesters, 30 feet in diameter; sludge drying beds, a

chlorinator and a comminutor.

Completion of the tllensburg plant is the last major step in a huge WPA program

aimed at eliminating dangerous pollution of the Yakima river system. Other sewage

disposal plants have been completed at Dryden, D~ton, ~'!upato, Zillah and the

largest at Yakima, regar~ed as one of ths finest in the United States, according to

The W:>rk Projects Acministration in four aJOQ. one half years of operation~';;n:---

this stRte has built 555 public ~~ildings and reconstructed and modernized S80 other

public buildings, according to a pr",sical accompl's~~nt report made public yesterday

by Corl W. Smith, acting state l~A AGministrator, which covers all WPA activities

since the begirilling of the prOGram, to January 1, 1940.

The largest single itcm of direct physical acco:!lplis~'llent under WPA in

Washington was the constructio~ or improvement cf 9,~14 miles of high~rays, roads and

streets. Other major activities have incluJed 280 miles of sewers, 512 miles of

water systems and 14,971 s~itary units in rural or suburban areas where sewers do

not exist or are not fe~sible.

A state-wide h~A program for cons~rvation of natural resources has included

huge flood control jobs, principally in various localities of western Washington

where heavy precipitation has caused en:>rm:>us property darage. If.PA has ~ilt 21.3

miles and reconst,:ucted 73 niles of strea", and river levees and embankments. New

jetties and bre~~aters, totalling 6,320 foot, ~d 1,320 feet of reconstruction of

this type are included in this rehabilitation work. Strea~ bed icproveoents total

642 miles, mostly in Walla Walla, Clallam, Cowlitz, Snohomish and Skagit counties.

Twenty-four new dems were erected for conservation, flood anC erosion control. Re-

taining walls and revetmEnts total 273 miles of new construction and 13,305 feet of

improvement. Under these projects, 1,164,554 square yards of riprap have beon made

or reconstr1:cted for the protoction of stre= banks. A total of le4 miles of river

bank and shore i~rovcment r~ve already been comploted.

In addition to the flood control projects, 35,342 acres of land have becn

(moro)
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newly drained and other systems for drainage have been completely renovated and re­

constructed covering an additional 130.600 acres. The new projects reqUired sixty-

five and one half miles of ditch and a like amount of pipe. while the rehabilitation

work called for 254 miles of ditch reconstruction.

A huge program of irrigation rehabilitation has been under WfJ3 in eastorn Wash-

ington. Two hundred forty-two miles of ditch. canal. pipe-line and'flume havc been

built or improved to rehabilitate 172,155 acres and extend the systems to include an

additional 17.031 acres.

In addition to the labor projects, a huge Professional. Service and Educational

program has been under wfJ3 by WPA in this state. WPA workers have canned 1.766.933

quarts and dried 855 pounds of donated and surplus food-stuffs for the preparation of

free hot school lunches and for t he needy. WPA has helped 800 unlettered Washington

residents to become literate. and 4,119 enrollees in naturalization classes have been

instructed in citizenship so they could easily pass examinations later to become

United States citizens. WPA women have prepared and served 9.734.100 free hot lunchea

for children in public schools throughout Washington. There are 35.404 of these

lunches now being served daily in 379 schools.

Under WPA sewing projects. 3.690.231 garments have been made. to date, for nee~

Washington residonts. as well as 869.133 other cloth articles

Middle-aged. experienced Housekeeping Aides have been assigned by WPA to

265.945 visits to assist in motherless homes or ~ere the home-maker is temporarily

incapacitated.

Vast Washington mineral resources have been made accessible for the first time

through WPA construction of mine-to-market roads. Hundreds of miles of farm-to-market

roads have facilitated marketing of produce and shortened and made safer the routes

for many school busses and more remote motor travel. A total of 7.448 miles of rural

roads have been built or improvod with 4g8 miles of new paving and 72 miles of

reconstructed paving. WPA crews have laid or improved 1.496 miles of city streets

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and alle7s. including 147 I!liles of l1ew paving. The largest lIPA Job of city paving

has been in llreoerton. More than 270 niles of r.Uscellaneous roads have been con-

structed in parks of Waahington.

The~ road and street undertakings by WPA in thiB state have included tho

construction or improvBl:lont of 734 bridges and viaducts. of: 10lbich four have been

steel and ten IIII.sonry. The total viaduct and bridge conetlUction and improvement

has aggregated 65.190 feet.

An additional

126,010 seats have been providod tr.rough tho complete reconstruction :md improvement

of totally run-down grand-stands and blcnchers. Tt.o new additions have enlargod

this capacity another 43,120 seats. UPA has reconstructed and modernized six fair

grounds in this state with a total area of 260 acres. One hundred fifty-eight parks,

comprisir.g 4,865 acres have been built, reconstructed or improved.

Pla;ygrounds and athletic fields and all types of outdoor recreational facilities

havo received l'lajor attention under the four and ono half years of WPA activi ties.

MaDy remote or small communities have received their first facilities of this kind

through the lIPA program.

During this period Spolmlle county has acquired. throllgh liPA, 550 miles of

roads and new or greatly improved streets, 85 new or modernized public buildings.

27 miles of newer rehabilitated irrigation canals. fll1me or pipeline. watering

over 25.000 acres; vater and sewer systems. athletic fields. parks, playgrounds and

essential services such as surveys, research projects and social, health and

educational assistance.

Each day almost every resident of the county enjoYs some improvement

offectod b;y the extensivo WPA progr~

The modernization and extension of the road sYstem of the county consists

of 460 miles of farm and mine-to-market roads. These roads were newly built or

straightened. graded, drained and gravel-surfaced to make them safe for passage

in wet weather. Many dangerous curves wore eliminated. The best known road project

was the reloc~_tion of the first 10 miles of the Palouse high~ rl1nning south from

Spokane towards Latah. During operation of this job 2,000 degrees of cunaturo were

eliminated. The rood now has no curve over six degreos and no grade of more than

six porcont.

These illprovemcnts hava includod tha laying of over 139 culverts. Ilostlr

metal. and the landscapill& of more than 125 acres of roadside.

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At present lIPA is operatiD€ a cOWlty-wide road improvement project to

realign high~s. do a~ with narrow places and curves and grade and gravel more

than 140 miles. Of this distance approximately 42 miles will be oiled. The project

is alre~ over 80 percent complete.

In addition to rood work noarly 90 miles of streets were graded and gravel-

ed under a series of WPA projects. princ1po.lly in the Oi ty of Spoknne. Largest of

these jobs called for 100 miles of street work and six miles of curbs in Spokane.

There were five WPA irrigation sYstem projects in the Greenacres district.

Flumes were built, canals lined. ditches cleared. wood pipe replaced with concrete.

irrigation devices installed and dikes constructed at Otis Orchard. East Farms.

Carnhope, Trentvood. Dishman. Pasadena Park. Vcradale and Spokane Valley Irrigation

districts.

At present two

projects arc in operati on; one to provide latercl Dna. the other intercepting sewers

totalling 25 miles. Another si~ilar project has boen approved by WPA for futuro

operation. A total of 70 miles of sowers. 248 service connections and 749 manholes

and. catch basins had been constructed up to January 1 in Spokane county. All of the

work was d.one in Spokane and its suburbs except a few miles in Cheney.

Water mains totalling 25 oiles, with 2S consumer cor~ctions were laid in

the county. These projects likewise were all in Spokane except for a few miles in

Latah. various school districts a~d irrigation domestic water systems. Five miles

of the mains were ne~ construction.

In Spoltane WPA is now l~ing approximately 12 miles more of '.re-tcr !!nins.

Almost every child in Spokane county has benefi ted by the extensive school

construction and rehabilitation work of WPA, supported rr,y the various school

districts.

9,000 mile:'! of roads improved by the WPA during the past five years, stated Carl W.

Smith, state Work Projects Administrator in announcing the beginning of l'IOrk on the

Mason county-wide road project tomorrow.

The project is scheduled to employ some 200 men. Principal lDrk will be

accor.1plished on the Rollway, Agate and Sunnyside roads and will require clearing and

grubbing of 94 acres and 150,000 cu. yds. of excavation. Three thousand nine hundred

lin. ft. of from 12" to 24" culvert pipe will be laid and 92,700 cu. yds. of gravel

and 40 miles of oil surfaced roads will be built. ApproxiJDateJy 30,000 bd. ft. of

lumber will be used for timber bridges. One hundred thousaro lin. ft. of rock

cribbing and culverts will be constructed.

Roads will be widened and brought to proper grade to bring them up to state

standard and reduce maintenance costs.

The Federal allotment totals $156,140, of which $140,490 is for labor and the

balance for equipment and other non-labor costs. Mason County will contribute

$108,620 for supervision, equipment and material.

Smith pointed out that secondary, or farm-to-market roads assnme an added 1m-

portance for National Defense purposes. When main highways are reserved for Military

traffic, secondary roads are necessary as alternate or supplementary roads to handle

civilian traffic.

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Further improvements, which will add considerably to the beauty and utility of

the Sacajawea Park four-and-one-half miles southeast of Pasco, will be made by WPA

under a new project vmich started operating yesterday, according to Carl W. Smith,

state Work Projects administrator.
