Sept. 3d. At the Fort we tasted musk mellon hut of a \'ery
indifferent quallity. They misc corn &, a few other vegetables in
small qUllDtities. From the fort we l>l\W a lRrge smoke at a dis­
tance supposed to procced from a. volcanick mountain. Left
camp at 11 o'cl()('.k & tfl\wled briskly over a l;landy country mf­
fered considerable for wate!' I\S the day WlIS exceedingly hot came
to a creek about 6 oclock & never waB water to me more excepta­
hIe though of a very indifferent quality, passed down the Creek
II short distance at the foot of 1\ mountain & found hoiling water
running out of the ground. It made its appearance just abo"e
the age of the water in the River in a Boiling state for over a hund­
red yardR it rUDS more or le8R. One of our company cooked a fish
which he caught from the creek in a.bout two minutes perfectly
through. The water was so l'Ialt that the fish was sufficiently
8eoBoned. Crossed the Creek & camped common grass traviled
15 lll.

4. Concluded to stay here & let our cattle & horses rest to­
dl\Y. Two of our company getting impatient left us this morning
spent the dlly repairing, washing, &c.

Monday 5th Sept. Started at 7! oclock left the Creek our
rOllllled mostly through vallies we found more grass & :Iud less
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sage thall COllllllon came to It little water a.t 10 o'clock but con­
cluded Ilot to stop. Exc~fingly warm came to If, small 8tream
at 2 oclock & campt~, Cllttle fllr behind & n~ucb fatigued tra\"­
ilcd 16 m.

6. Started at 71 followed down tho tltream found Snltke River
close bv followed it dow II II bout one mile & struck MJ'088 IL moun­
tain, 'Came toa creek at lOoclock..StOpped for dinner 3 hourl4our
path wound along the sides of mountains & frightful precipices &
in mlLIlY pl,Lces if our animals make one miss-step it would beecr­
tlliJ) death, The path contimwd up &: down roeky hills until we
came to lL good clLmping ground about 5 oclock traviled 18 m.

7. Started llt 71 rose a most tremendous hill the highellt I
have rose on the ront, got a fill! from a horse hurt my foot some.
The road i!" more precipitous th:Ln o\'or, up & down nndconstant·
Iv over rocks. Cro:!!'cd sC\'eral st·reIlIl1S. Stoped for dinuer At 10
~clock started ut 1, :lnd comlllcncl'(l climhin~ hills n~ll,in cros8cd
se\'eral "lIlull streams !tlld fountl ~ood grnss most of the way came
to the stwa III on which we camped 11lSt ni~ht. Camped at 4 oc
traviled 10 llIile:;.

Thursday 8, Sept. Hor8e" ,;ltr:lyed far from camp and il1ste3-tl
of an carly start al> we intended we got oft' lit 9 oclock we left the
Branch and gradually l\ rose a long' hill. Stopped for dinner on l\

>(llIall stream at 12 oclock started 111 2! & continued to rise hy
degrees.

The country OWl' which we h:I,"o trnvil(~ to day ill mostlyco\'·
cred with Bunch Grass which the HorseiS are very fond of. 'Vc
at last found the top of the mountain at 11 dil!tnD<'e we could !lE'C

what we snpposn to be the Blue mountadns and they struck u~

with terror their lofty peaks seemed a re8tin~ place for the clouds.
Below us wail n large plain and lit some distanco we could di!'cover
a tree which we :It onee reco~nizcd as "t.he lone tree" of which we
had before he;m!. We made nil posilible !tpeed :lnd lit 7; o'clock
the ad\'nnce put)' arri\'ed at the Tree nearly ILlI hour before tlu!
cattle. The Trnc i~ a Illrge Pine stand[ing) in the midstof:lIl im­
mense plain intirel)' alone. It prescn (ell a truly singullLf appc:lfllDee
and I believe it! respected by every tm viler through this almo"t
Treele,,:; Country. "-ithin IL few )-l\rdtl we found pleallty of water
11 nd we 800n made our..elves comfortable hy Il good Ihc. As snon
as we arrived at the top of the hill ill ~ight of the Blue Jnoun·
tllins felt nn uncommon chilly wind which increased so Il!l to llC
u ncom forta.hle befor8 we arri ved. .As 800n a.'l we rencht>d the va1·
ley we found our old friend BILge flourishing in a most unwelcome
manlier. The gra1l6 about ca.mp was not good, trl1vilcd 18 miles.

f'riday 9, Sept. Horses far from clLmp this morning, fount!
pleanty of frost on our beds and lLllabout. Left clLmp at 8 ocl()('k
but W:lS a long time finding the right trail. Cold wind from the
B. mouJltaill~ on tops of which we tlOOn discovered henps of sno\\'.

Came t.) Il large Creek which we followed n wllile & stopped
for dinller at 12! oclock. Started at 3cl'()(Csed theCn>ek. Cr088Cd
2 more creek:'! ~oon lLnd cnmped Itt 41 oclock, We !'bouM have
traviletl on 1mt we was afrllid of being in the nigbtwithout. water,
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this id the difficulty of traviling without a Pilot. Found good
wood, water, and grits.:! abuut at our camp traviled 11 miles. Cold
wind. .

Sept. 10. Saturday "crry cold momillg. Horiies far from
camp. Started at 80clock found good places for camping which
we might havc come to lust night. Commenced risiug gr:ldually
at 100cJock continued to rise until 12 whcu we came to a tre­
mcndou'! hill to descend. The mountains on our left were
dose by they rose gradultly nnd were covere(l \\:ith Pine Trees.
Our descent lasted for ncar an hour, about midwnyofthe hill was a
little water coursc crossing our path & afforded us n re"tin~ place
Around this plllce were several Pine Trees, I notil'ed the Whit~

Pine aud the Spruce Pine. Some were verry tall & slim. From
this little grove down the hill was more difficult all were obliged
to dismount for sllft~ty. It WfiS verry sidling and uucomfortable
rocky. Below wall:1 mo"t heautiflll vllllev ns I e\'er saw. We found. ,

good grass, It delightful road, & n fertile country in the valley, we
cro~sed some small water course!! and camp on :l beautiful Creek
:It 3 o'clock good gruss, & wllter & lin abununnce of wood
tl'Hviled 20 miles found several well beaten trail>: leading from
calllp but none appeared fresh. After dark two Indians came to
calllp on horseback. They were of a different tribe from any
which we hnd seen. They had traps lind appeared to have been
out hut l~ short time. They told us that we could get to \Vala
Wala ill 3 dtl VI".,

Sept, 11. Sunday started fit 7! o'clock with our Indians for
Ouide. They took us a northern direction &: put us on the COnl­

panic" trailllbout 10 o'clock we then came to the Creek which we
had Idt ill the morllin~ and fullowed it down \Ve discO\'ered a.
band of Horses on the other side of the Creek. Our Indians left us
about noon and crossed the Creek to these Horses which were be­
ing driven in the SlUut' direction we were going. \Ve saw more
Horliles nheud. Clll1leto un Indian \'Illage I1t 2 o'clock and camped
lIeur thelll, tn\Viled 18 mile!.'.

The tirst thing to be atten\led to ltfter we camped was to as­
",ertnin whether we could get any provisions from the Indians.
\\'(1 found to 0111' ~reat joy they had pleanty and instead of 8tarv­
ing as we expected we were ahie to trade cJlough fish to last us to
Dr. \\-'hitmans. There were severn] lodges &: they were well clad
&: had hundreds of good horse:'! and an ahundance of provision.
I have se(m no Indinns since I started which appear so happy &:
well provided for liS these. The beneficial influence t)f the Mis­
ilionary Society appears to have reached here. Thcy attended
mornillg llod enming devotion in our call1p.

12 Sept. Mondny. Horses strayed far frol1l camp and scattered
among the Indians' Horses. The Indians ",howed mornl honesty
by bringing horses to us which had straycd by t.hemsel \'es to some
dist:mce. Stnrtod at 9! o'clock sever:,l Illcli:lll~ stnrted with us
one continued & said ile would go to Dr. Whitm:llls. Com­
menced mising It Mountain by degrees, Came to trees, at first
quite t.hin & without nnderbrush hn.ving tine gras~. But as we
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nrose we eame to a densly timbered country, m08tly pine &: fir.
The most beautiful tall straight trees. Our travilingthrough the
timber WIIS quite difficult as the path wound hack and forth aud
mR.ny logs lily I\cros~ it. We decended &: arose a tremendous hill
nnd ahout 3 o'clock our Indian Guide beckoned us to take l\ by
path to find water, we did so and after trl\veling a few hundred
y:mls found a little opening of timber &: plellnty of good water &
S~)fne gra!\s. Camped here for t.he night trn\'. 10 milos. Cool &:
cloudy comideruble of ruin after dink. Honos got frightened tied
some uo & the rellt remainetlnear.

Sept. 13 Tuesday. Started at 8t and followed back our path
until we Cl\llIe to the main trail when we pusued our diRmal rout,
Our path todlly led through more den!1e plnces &: driving our
pack animals &. cattle was 1I1most impoili'ible. Occl\8ionally we
fou nd a c1enr spot frequently se"erl~l IIcre~ toJ{cther and in the
forenoon several little 8pring" of water, towards evening we left
the timber and found onr,:;elvc" ou a rolling Prllirie of good soil.
Continued to decend until near Kunset when to our~t joy we
found water and wood hut ppm' grl1l"s. ('limped traviled 20 miles.

Sept.. 14. Our Indilln Guille toll.l u,. we would get to Dr.
\Vhitman's today but we hanlly expected it as our animals were
verry much jl\ded. But it wa!l nenrer thlm we ex})('Cted and we
arrived at 3 o'clock lind campt><i nenr his hou!.'e traviled 8 m.

Dr. WhitlllllJl ill a Missionary of the Presbyterian Order he has
been in the Country six year". He lmsa verry comfortable house
and is farming to Il cOIl!c<idernble extent. He has a Thrashing )11\­
chille & 1\ grinding mill all under one roof driven by wawr power.
Many Indian!.' around him. I Will; never more pleAsed to see 1\

houl"e or white people in my lift', we wef(' f,f('l\tcd by Ik And Mr!l.
Whitllllln wit.h the utmost kindncs8. We got what provision we
wanted on "ery reasonable terms. I have jU8t heard of the Death
of young lIllln who l'llart.ed from Independence with U8. He Wll8

with the Hudson BnYIl Comp:luy and ~ot drowned himself and
horse crossing the Rnake River S0011 :lfter he left Ul'. What i8 to me
remarkable it was his gun and by All Accident of his hand that put
all end to poor Bilily lit Independence Rock. A small dett\Ch­
ment, Forces', from the hind company CAme up.

Sept. 15. Having reed verry bad treatment from the Indians
we (~otlcluded to getaway from here as soon at possible « try to
Ii nd more gras8, Ilome of our company 8tarted before noon but we
could not getready until 3~ oclock when we 8tarted down about
4 milCH and found the re!.'t of our company camped in an excel­
cnt spot. Forces came np also after dark. 16. Started at· 8
oclock kept down the Wnlawl\la River and camped at 1 o'clock
within 3 milcs of the Fort. Traviled 12 miles. Visited thp. Fort
saw ESQr Cro~ker, Doct. White hl\d left before noon in the Com­
panics Bont.

All the foremost compl~ny had gone by land except Esqr. &
Moss who startE'd t.his evening toovertake them. I had I\n intro­
duction to Mr. McKenly who is in charge At the fort. The Fort
is rebuilding now having lllwly been burnt. It is situnted on a
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miserable landy barren place where the sand drifts with the wind
like snow... The Wl\lla Walla River emties in & forms the Co~

lumbia here.
17. Sept. Saturdl\Y started at 9 o'clock drove to the Fort

fouod Mr. McKenly from home not to return until evening could
not get the Doct'g Thingll drove down the river and camped,
trllviled.four mileil. The re:it of the company went on. The
:Bfl.nk~ of the River Oil el\ch ilide present tremendous pinacles of
rock mostly perpendicular. We find considerable of sage yet in
plnees.

Sept. 18. Sunday. Went to the }<'ort before ureakfast and got
Onr thin~s. Stllrted at 9i o'c1oek lost two llnimals weut back and
found [them] 8.nd kept down the river, the most of time a steep
hluff of rocks was on our left wit,h occasional spots of grass
8ufficiellt for camping purpo!'es stoped three hours for dinner,
much Ilaod and frequently in llirge drifts camped near sunset,
tra\'iled 12 m.

Sept. 19. Started at 8 ,,'clock drove on at a good pace verry
warm dlly camped in 11 good spot on the river tra\'jled 15 rn.

Sept. 20. Started nt 8 o'<'1ock kept down the river verry sandy
bllrrcn ('Olllltry destitute of timber (cl'Of'sed the Unadilla). Cold
wind & little rain. )ir. Spaulding & Lady over took us at noon rain
increased. Camped Ilt 4 o'clock, trnviled 18 miles. Considerable
rain. Cleared off hefore bed time. Mr. Gray called l\t camp on
hit' return from Vllncouvcr.

21. Started at 10 o'clock lIod parted with Mr. & Mrs. Spald~

in~ who in consequence of some intelligence frQOl Mr. Gray re­
i"olved to return. Cold wind. Camped at 5 o'clock, traviled 20
III ilei'.

22. St·arted lnte, cold wind bad rond, tmviled 18 mileil.
23. Started latf', tremenndOll:il west wiud, lost my horse last

night, Indians hrought him into cllmp this morning, verry rocky
I'Olltl over steep i'itlli ug plncm:, cro~sed a large creck about noon.
ClIlllped at 4 o'clock. Traviled II miles.

24th Sept. St:lI·ted verry 1p.te, tremelldous west wind & sand
driftillg like SilO'" in our faces, passed over some large drifts.
Clime to a tremelldous ropid Creek, obliged to take all our effects
over in :t canoe which wa:i dangerous. Passed tremendous rocky
flllls in the River. Large Indian town, tr:iviled 6 m.

25 Sopt. Sunday, I feel ba.d this morning in consequence of
getting wet yesterdllY ant.I my eyes are much affected by the fly­
in~ Sll lid. Storted at 11 o'clock traviled over hills & l'idling places,
t;l\W a high l'uowy pellk which we understand t9 be Mt,. Hood. Passed
the D:llls or I'llpitls of the river which is 1\' singular sight. Ar­
rin',lat Mt. Perkin!l at 3 o'clock, found our old company there,
tmviled 8 miles. Mr. Perkins pren.ched in camp this evening.

26. Visited Mr. Perkins Ilt his house. Was verry kilHUy rec'd
lUll! hospitably trented, got potatoes &c. and starte~ at 1 o'cl?ck
with :\11 Indinn Gui(le, rose a long hill and left the rIver, travl1ed
over the most roma.nticcountry I have yet f'een. The day is verry
l'lcn~ant indeed l\ud the tall trees through whieh we :I1'e passing
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adds much to the beauty of the prospect. On our left Rriaee Mt.
Hood with its snowy peak glistening ill the sunbeams, on the
right & ahout the same distance Mt. Helena which rellembles Mt.
Hood verry much. As we descended towards evening we SllW fnr
below us the river flowing :\8 it were & dividing the two ,.nowy
peaks. We descended a considerable of l\ hill and found the
pleasantest camp, the best wood, gross, and water we hRve had in
a long time, trnvilled 12 milel'l.

27. Started early urose und del'ended several J'QC~y bills.
Camped in the woods verry little grass indeed, traviled 11 tn.

2S. Started at 8!, got behind on llccount of a mule being lost.
Our company left u~. We started Ilt 9 o'clock, missed one of our
Indian horses but I thought he WIlS with. the uther compnny.
'We came to a verry rapid river just I\S they were RCroSS, very dif­
ficult crossing on account of Inrge rocks nnd deep wl\ter, almost
impossible to get aloug up the steep hills over the rocks & be­
tween the trees. Caught up with the compnny Ilt 11 o'clock,
found lily horse not there started hack to find him, found him at
the camp we left lJad IIlU('h ditfieulty to get him along. Two In­
diaus overtook me Ilt the rivt':r on my return with 5 good horl!e8.
I traviled with then~ until dRrk when we came to an Indinll
Camp where we concluded to sleep. I got a few herries and a
little fish for my supper. I cr088ed sc\'ernl rapid strelllllS flowing
from those snowy mountains before I got to Camp where I slept.
We found no grass for our horses at all, traviled 13 miles.

29. Arose early after a verry uncomfortable night's rest havinp;
only one blanket and Il piece of Robe. My horses looked 80 bad
I got one of the Indians hor8<>5 to rid<>, glurted early without out­
ing a particle, found the road horrible beyond dt'l"('riptioll, llIt:t
John Force soon who sa.id he had lost 2 horses &- WtlS in t'enrch.
The company bad nIl tied up th('ir horse!'! to trees except the two
that he had lost. He returned with us nnd Kave up the f'Car<~h,

overtook the rear of the complmy anout 100·clock. One of our
mules had been lost the <lny hefore while I wa." gone bnck fur the
horse. The horse I went bAck after gave out from hunger de fa­
tigue, being verry poor, nnd I wos obliged to lenve him in the
wood!!, traviled along all dlly over hills and precipicei!, rocks llnel
mire holes, over logs and under trees lind acros@ rapid st~l\ms,

untilllt sunset we found a verry little gr1l8S not worth mention­
ing & camped, traviled 20 miles. J found Illy npetit.e verry goocJ
having eat verry little in 36 hours.

30. Started early, found our animal8 verry hollow tlnd wonk,
passed down and cr08sed the stream found considerable grass in 2
miles from camp, trlwiled on until 11 o'clock when we ...topped to
hait our animals which were starving, sturted Ilt tnnd dro\'e on
over as bad and 80me worse roads than ever, hllving frequent mire
hole8 with logs in them, traviled .up and down long hills and
stopped at dark with verry little p;ra88 and the most diFmnl & un­
pleasant Cllmp I ever S:lW, traviled 13 miles.

Sunday, October Ist, 1842. My hone CAnnot be found tbig
morning, 3 out of 5 of our riding animals gi"e out 80 we bllVC to
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Perkins 1656
W. Falls 1746
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start on foot.. St.a.rting at 8i found my horse on the way, horid
road, logs & mud holes. Doct. Whites American mare verry near
giving out, found 80megras8 and stopped at noon, traviled 5 mileil.
Concluded to stay here tonight.

Oct. 2, Sunday. Started at 9 o'clock some bad road met 3 of
the young men who went down first, arrived at their camp at 4t
o'clock, good grASS and water. traviled 16 miles.

3d. A few of us nccompltnied those who were here before us to
the FaUll of Willamut where we found many people & considera­
hIe of buislle!ls. Saw Dr. White & others who arrived before us,
we were handsomely reed and kindly treated.

4. Packed up and "tarted at 9 oclock called at the Falls and
took dinner, found some of the men who came over with us at
work on a mill. Mr. Joncs& ;l Illan by name of Cooke much in­
jured by bl:l8tin~ rocks, drove on and overtook our pack. Camped
on a Creek. Traviled 10 miles.

5. Started at 91 crossed ~e\'eral streams, bad road. Camped
in the settlements at the house of It Frenchman who treated us
verry kindly, trl1viled 10 m.

Oetober6. Started late took a round nbout road arriveat the
mis!'ion at 2 o'clock, traviled 10 miles. Oct. 7. Rode about to
see the country like it much. This is nmong the first frosty
nights.

8. Went to the mill with Mrs. & Miss Brown. Mr. Benitt
nnd Pomeroy together with several young men arrived in the 8et­
tlement.

9. Sunday. Attended church twice today. Oct. 10. Mr.
Pomeroy returned to the Falls. I crossed the River to 8ee the
country, stnyed all night with Mr. O'Neil. n. Rainy morning
cleared off soon. Crossed the Rin'r & 8tayed all night at the
Doct. House. 12. Cle:u fine weather. 13. Went with Mr.
Shortcf'ls & Doct. Bnhcock to Youngs valley. Beautiful country,
returned and wrote to mv Father. 14. Commenced working a

little. 18. Oet. Rainy morning cloudy day. 19. Oct. Rainy
morning, cloudy & thick mist. 20. Rainy morning, cloudy day
& some rain, miny night. 21. Cloudy morning and day.
