The Stikecn. one of
the best kno\\ n TinTS of the territory, is about 350 mile-­
long, and draws its sources from the northern pan of the
broad Rocky :\1ountain Plateau, in compall\, with some
of the afrlucnts of the M.lckenzie and Yukon. It flow"­
first in a westerly direction, then cun'ing south\\ aTd
enters the Coast Range, and sweeps across it in a caflon
that is about a hundred miles long, and, like Yosemite I
\'alley, from end to end. To the appreciative tourist
sailing up the ri\-er the eaflOn is a g:l1lery cro\\ded with
sublime :1I1c! beautiful pictures, an unbroken series of
icc-capped mountains, cliffs, waterfalls, lo\'ely gardens,
groYcs, meadows, etc.; while the glaciers pushing for­
ward through tlle trees \ astIr enhance its wildness and
glory.

While the Cassiar gold mines were being developed
\\ mngel was the most important town in the territon,
but Juneau is now the chief mining center. Nearly all
the gold of Alaska is still in the ground. Probably not
one of a thousand of its yeins aBd placers has been yet
touched. The color of gold may be found in almost
eyery stream, and haniy prospenors are seeking their
fortunes in c\'Cry direction.

The Auk and Eagle Glaciers are displaved on the ri,.,'ht
as you enter the canal. coming with grand effect from
their far-reaching fountains and down through the
fore;:ts. But it is on the wcst side of the canal ncar the
head that the rno... t stnking feature of the land"capc is
seen the David ..on Glacier. It fir ...,t appears a,; an im­
mense ridge of icc thrust forward into the channel, hut
when you have gained a po:.itlOn directl) in front it is
shown as a broad flood issuing from a noble granite
gateway. and ~prcadmg out to nght and left in a beauti-
ful fan-shaped ma",;, three or four miles in width, the
front of which is separated from the water by its ter-
minal moraine. This is one of the mO:.t notable of the
large glacier:. that are in the first stage of decadence,
reaching nearly to tide ~ater, but falling to enter it and
send off icebergs. Excepting the Taku, all the great
glaciers you have yet seen belong to this class.

The stcamf'r now goes down the canal, fhroug-h Icy
Strait, and IOta the wonderful GlaCier Bay. All the
vo}age thus far from \Vrangel has been icy, and you
ha\ e seen hundreds of glaciers great and small.
