who purchase their liquo r in slate pay the highest liqu or
prices in t he entire nat ion.

Passage o f Initiati ve
43 would give to Ihe Depart ment of Ecology virtually dicta­
torial control over all lands wilhin 500 feet of the high water
leve l of essentially a ll bodies of w ater-s-ta kes, rivers, and
streams in th is state. This 500 foot control zone, in the case of
low land streams subjec l to flooding, would in some instances
extend back several times 500 tee t from the no nnal channel.
Control zones would apply to small lakes and streams and '
even art ificial reservo irs. A strict inte rp retation could create
the 500 fool control zone around water slo rage reserv oirs,
p rivate ponds and, yes , even priva te pools.

The Law as it now exists:

Article \/111, I , o f tbe sta te constitution now limits ge ne ral
stare indebtedness to an aggregate sum of S400.000. There
are , however, numerous exceptions to this limitation, in­
cluding de bts payable only o ut of ce rtain fund s, revenue obli­
gations, debts incurred to suppress insurrection, or to defend
the state ;n war, and debts incurred with the approval of the
voters.

In addition, pu rsuant 10 a co nstitutional amendment
adopted in 1%8, an agency known as the state building au­
thority is permitted, without voter approval, to issue bonds
without limitation as to amount for the purpose of buying
land and l o r co ns tructing buildings o r o ther improvements for
the state, irs agencies, o r departments. Such bonds ate paid
from th e operating revenues of the building authority .

In all cases under the present debt limitation provision s
where debts may be incurred by an act of the legislalu rp
with out vote r approval, this act need only be passed by a
simple majority of both houses of the legislature.

local governm e n ts. private individual ~ o r o rgan izatio ns, or

on obtaining and using scientific info rmatio n regarding the
hyd rology, geology, topography, ec o logy, and othe r scie ntific
data re la ting to the sho re line areas . The department shall con­
sult with offlcial~ of local go vernments in area s affected by the
plan and wit h the regio nal citizens' co uncils established in this
act .

Cilies an d countie s may submit p lans for the shoreline

The citizen members shall be appointed by the governor from
am ong the elec tors of the state . Members of each counci l
sha ll be appointed within sixty days afte r the effe ctive date of
this ac t.

The directo r may fro m time to lime establish and disso lve
additional co mmittees and task forces composed of members

plan . Mem bers of these co mmittees and task fo rces sha ll re ­
